Coroner’s Referral 

Coroner’s referral halts the process at any 
stage until their investigations have concluded. 

‘Out of England Order’ 

There are two parts to this 
process: 

1. Registrar registers the death and issues certificates. 
2. Coroner provides Form 104 and issues the order when 

the family or representative meets the Coroner’s 
Officer. 

Registrar 
makes checks 

to confirm 
that the death 

can be 
registered 

Arrangements will made  
to meet the family to register the death  
and issue the burial form  
at either Huddersfield Registration 
Office or Dewsbury Register Office,  
depending on which registrar is on duty.
