Lane for a distance of 87 metres in a south-westerly direction

South-east side from its junction with Thewlis Lane for a distance of 78 metres
in a north-easterly direction

South-east side from a point 113 metres north-east of its junction with Thewlis
Lane for a distance of 49 metres in a north-easterly direction

Bulay Road, Thornton Lodge, Huddersfield

Both sides from its junction with Springdale Avenue for a distance of 10
metres in a north-easterly direction

South side from a point 41 metres north-east of its junction with Springdale
Avenue for a distance of 22 metres in a north-easterly and south-easterly
direction

South-west side from its junction with Nelson Street for a distance of 10
metres in a north-westerly direction

Nelson Street, Thornton Lodge, Huddersfield

Both sides from its junction with Bulay Road for a distance of 10 metres in a
south-westerly direction

Both sides from its junction with Springdale Avenue for a distance of 10
metres in a north-easterly direction

Springdale Avenue, Thornton Lodge, Huddersfield

North-east side from its junction with Bulay Road for a distance of 10 metres
in a south-easterly direction

North-east side from its junction with Nelson Street for a distance of 10 metres
in a north-westerly direction
