	The Creative Economy Team provides business support services to individuals, voluntary sector arts organisations, community groups and commercial creative businesses.  When needs are identified amongst particular communities of interest, programmes are developed to ensure they are able to access opportunities e.g. the Pinnacle 10 programme worked with artists and arts managers of Black and Minority Ethnic heritage.  Through the funding agreements in the Creative Partners Investment Programme, arts organisations are encouraged to work with communities with limited access to the arts to create opportunities.  The team works to build audiences and participation and targets programmes such as Made in Clayton West at communities with low engagement levels.
	The team will be unable to deliver business support services or fund specific initiatives which target those with least opportunities to engage with the arts.
The reduction in grant to Kirklees Theatre Trust will reduce its ability to engage with targeted communities who are least likely to engage with the arts and so these citizens will have less access to cultural activities.
	The Creative Economy team is presently working with regional business support providers to ensure there is access to business support for creative practitioners and organisations in the future.  It is also trying to support creative businesses to become more resilient and less reliant on public funding.
The reduced team will be more strategic and will work in partnership more to develop programmes to increase opportunities for engagement and attract investment for these programmes.

Kirklees Theatre Trust will seek funding from other sources to fund its outreach work.

	Many of the events delivered by the Creative Economy Team or supported through its grant programmes foster good relations between people as large numbers of people from different backgrounds come together in a celebratory environment.  
	The proposal means that there will be no funding or delivery support for events in Kirklees.  Many community events may struggle to be financially viable and thus cease therefore limiting opportunities to foster good relations amongst communities.
	The Creative Economy Team is presently supporting event organisers to develop alternative business models and develop other sources of income generation in order to sustain as many events as possible.
