This 
would disrupt the free and safe flow of traffic on Child Lane and reduce the levels of visibility of 
vehicles emerging from John Booth Close. The proposals are therefore considered detrimental to 
highway safety and contrary to the provisions of Policy D2 of the Kirklees Unitary Development 
Plan.
