(1) The development shall be begun not later than the expiration of three years
beginning with the date on which permission is granted.

(2)  The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with
the approved plans and specifications except as may be required by other
conditions.

(3)  The materials used shall match those used on the existing building in terms of type,
colour, texture and scale.

{4) No development shall take place until provision has been made for the parking,
loading and unloadlng of contractors' plant and equipment and the parking of
vehicles of the workforce within the site.

(3) Inthe interests of visual amenity and to accord with Policies D2 and BE13 of the
Unitary Development Plan.

(4)  Inthe interests of the free and safe use of the highway and to accord with Policy D2
of the Unitary Development Plan.
