In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order the
KIRKLEES COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) as Local Planning
Authority hereby permits:-

VARIATION OF CONDITION 2 ON PREVIOUS PERMISSION NO. 2005/90622

FORERECTION OF SINGLE STOREY EXTENSION, CONSERVATORY AND
PORCH

At: 113, WATERLOO ROAD, WATERLOO, HUDDERSFIELD, HD5 0AB

In accordance with the plan(s) and applications submitted to the Council on
21-Mar-2013 [together with those plans and application(s) submitted to the
Council on 17-Feb-2005 and incorporated into planning permission 2005/90622
granted on 08-Apr-2005] and subject to the condition(s) specified hereunder:-

1) The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with
the plans and specifications listed in this decision notice, except as may be specified in
the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.
Reason: To ensure the satisfactory appearance of the development on completion, and
to accord with policies D2, BE1 & BE2 of the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan and the
National Planning Policy Framework



2) The external walls and roofing materials of the extension hereby approved shall in all
respects match those used in the construction of the existing building.

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to accord with Policies D2 and BE2 of
the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan and national planning guidance in the National
Planning Policy Framework

3) Notwithstanding the provisions of section 55(2)(a)(ii) of the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990 and the Town and Country Planning (G eneral Permitted
Development) Order 1995 (or any order revoking or re-enacting that Act or Order with or
without modification) no new door or window openings other than those expressly
authorised by this permission, shall be constructed in the external walls of the
extensions approved at any time without the prior written approval of the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: So as to protect the residential amenity of neighbouring occupants from any
loss of privacy and to accord with PolicyD2 of the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan.

4) The window opening in the side (south) elevation serving the porch, as shown on
drawing no 13/D16/01 Rev A, shall be obscurely glazed (minimum grade 4). Thereafter
notwithstanding the provisions of section 55(2)(a)(ii) of the Town and Country Planning
Act 1990 (or anything revoking or re-enacting that Act with or without modification) the
obscure glazing shall be retained throughout the lifetime of the development.

Reason: So as not to detract from the privacy of the adjoining residential development
and to accord with Policy D2 of the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan.

The proposal is considered acceptable having regard to all material planning
considerations including national planning policy and guidance, and policies and
proposals of the Development Plan set out below:

Kirklees Unitary Development Plan:
e D2- General development criteria
e BE1 — Design principles
e BE2 - Quality of design

National Planning Policy Framework
e Chapter 7, requiring good design.

The design is of an acceptable standard which would not adversely affect the character
of the area nor the amenity of nearby residents.

There are no other material considerations which outweigh these findings.

Appeals to the Secretary of State
- If you are aggrieved by the decision of your Local Planning Authority to

refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to
conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State under section 78
of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

- If an enforcement notice is served relating to the same or substantially the
same land and development as in your application and if you want to
appeal against your Local Planning Authority’s decision on your
application, then you must do so within:

28 days of the date of service of the enforcement notice, or within 6 months
of the date of this notice, whichever period expires earlier.

- If you want to appeal against your Local Planning Authority’s decision then
you must do so within 6 months of the date of this notice.




Appeals must be made using a form which you can get from the Planning
Inspectorate at Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol
BS1 6PN or online at www.planningportal.qgov.uk/pcs.

You must use the correct Planning Appeal Form when making your appeal.
If requesting forms from the Planning Inspectorate, please state the type of
application that the appeal relates to so they can send you the appeal form
you require.

The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an
appeal, but he will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there
are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of
appeal.

The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that
the Local Planning Authority could not have granted planning permission
for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the
conditions they imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to
the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under
a development order.

In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals
solely because the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a
direction given by him.

Please note, only the applicant possesses the right of appeal.

Purchase Notices

If either the Local Planning Authority or the Secretary of State refuses
permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner
may claim that he can neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in
its existing state nor render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use
by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be
permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council.
This notice will require the Council to purchase his interest in the land in
accordance with the provisions of Part VI of the Town and Country Planning Act

1990.
