| have reviewed the ecological information submitted in relation to the proposed scheme layout. Based on the
submitted information, the proposals appear extremely likely to result in significant ecological impacts, and due to
the extent of landtake there is insufficient opportunity to fully mitigate all ecological impacts. The following text
from paragraph 118 of the NPPF is relevant in this case:

“if significant harm resulting from a development cannot be avoided (through locating on an alternative site with
less harmful impacts), adequately mitigated, or, as a last resort, compensated for, then planning permission should
be refused”

For the above reason | object the proposals.

The applicant should be reminded that biodiversity considerations should be taken into account at the design stage
(ideally prior to RIBA Plan of Work Stage 2). Useful guidance is provided in BS42020 (British Standard on
Biodiversity). Clause 5.4 of BS42020 is of particular relevance and describes the importance of an ecological
constraints and opportunities plan (ECOP) to inform design.
