1. No development shall take place until a full comprehensive detailed landscape planting plan and hard landscaping plan
have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority, including:

e layout, species, number, density and size of trees and plants and/or seed mixes and sowing rates, including extensive use of
native species and planting specification. Detailed design(s) and/or working method(s) to achieve stated objectives.

e Details of the type and location of play equipment, seating and litter bins to be situated within the play area(s);
e Details of the surface treatment of the play area, including the location and type of safety surfaces to be installed;
e Timetable for implementation demonstrating that works are aligned with the proposed phasing of development.

e Details of initial aftercare and maintenance during construction phase and until subsequent adoption/long term maintenance

e Details of the RoSPA inspections and future inspections & maintenance of the play area, and all items of equipment.
e Location and layout of any public open space and long term maintenance responsibility.

e Details for monitoring and remedial measures, including replacement of any trees, shrubs or hedge that fails or becomes

The
approved landscaping scheme shall, from its completion, be maintained for a period of five years. If, within this period, any
tree, shrub or hedge shall die, become diseased or be removed, it shall be replaced with others of similar size and species.
