I refer to your recent enquiry regarding an Environmental Audit at the above site. 
 
The following has been obtained from our records, but it should be noted that this information 
is not exhaustive. 
 
This service holds the following information pertaining to landfill sites located within 250m of 
the site of interest. 
 
WT2020 (see appended site plan for location) 
 
Some of the land under your consideration is occupied by a tract of old landfilling evidently 
associated with the now demolished Thornhill Power Station.  The Environment Agency 
search website suggests that this tip accepted inert wastes derived from the power station’s 
own processes.  There is no Waste License number stipulated (which would infer that tipping 
was completed prior to 1974 when such licenses were first issued) nor any mention of landfill 
gas monitoring having been carried out at this site. 
 
No 61017(see appended site plan for location) 
 
Immediately to the north of Ravensthorpe Road is a landfill whose Waste Management 
Licence is apparently still extant. Please contact the Environment Agency (0113213 4748) for 
further information about this site. 
 
Site 168 
 
According to the Environment Agency notes tipping took place from pre 1948 until 1989.  The 
Waste Disposal Licence for Site 168 allowed for the deposit of “chemically and biologically 
inert demolition and construction wastes, together with chemically and biologically inert non-
flammable industrial wastes”.  The quantity, depth and precise plan extent of tippings is 
however unknown. Landfill gas surveys were carried out on the tipped area between 1989 
and 1993; negligible levels of methane (highest value, 1% of LEL) were recorded.
