Erection of 2 semi-detached dwellings with detached garage at 1 Park Side, 
Flockton, Huddersfield, WF4 4AD 
 
Thank you for your consultation email of 21 March 2017 seeking the views of The Coal 
Authority on the above planning application. 
 
The Coal Authority is a non-departmental public body sponsored by the Department for 
Business, Energy & Industrial Strategy. As a statutory consultee, The Coal Authority has a 
duty to respond to planning applications and development plans in order to protect the 
public and the environment in mining areas. 
 
The Coal Authority Response: Fundamental concern 
 
I have reviewed the proposals and confirm that the application site falls within the defined 
Development High Risk Area; therefore within the application site and surrounding area 
there are coal mining features and hazards which need to be considered in relation to the 
determination of this planning application. 
 
In addition to the mining of several coal seams at deep to moderate depths, The Coal 
Authority’s information indicates that historic unrecorded underground coal mining is likely 
to have taken place beneath the site at shallow depth. In addition, the zone of influence of 
an off-site mine entry (shaft, 424415-066) encroaches into the western part of the 
application site. We hold no details of any treatment of this coal mining related feature and, 
due to potential plotting inaccuracies, the actual position of the shaft could deviate from its 
recorded position by several metres. 
 
The applicant has submitted a Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report (March 2017, 
prepared by RGS) to accompany the planning application; however, The Coal Authority 
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does not consider that this adequately addresses the impact of coal mining legacy on the 
specific scheme of development currently proposed. 
 
The Coal Authority therefore objects to the proposal, and we consider that the applicant 
needs to revise and resubmit the Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report to the LPA. 
 
In addition to highlighting the potential presence of historic unrecorded underground coal 
mine workings, The Report correctly identifies the presence of a recorded mine to the west 
of the application site and highlights that this feature poses a potential risk to stability at 
the application site. The Report recommends that an intrusive investigation is undertaken 
in order to confirm that the feature is not present within the site. It goes on to strongly 
recommend that any proposed development within close proximity to the shaft is relocated 
and that an appropriate ‘no-build’ zone is adopted around this feature. 
 
Any form of development over or within the influencing distance of a mine entry can be 
dangerous and raises significant safety and engineering risks and exposes all parties to 
potential financial liabilities. The Coal Authority has adopted a policy where, as a general 
precautionary principle, the building over or within the influencing distance of a mine entry 
should wherever possible be avoided. The Coal Authority would take this opportunity to 
make the applicant aware of our adopted policy which can be found at: 
www.gov.uk/government/publications/building-on-or-within-the-influencing-distance-of-
mine-entries 
 
The Coal Authority’s information suggests that, at its maximum departure from its plotted 
position, the mine entry could potentially be located on or just inside the western boundary 
of the application site i.e. adjacent to or under the proposed detached garage.  
 
The Coal Authority therefore does not consider that the applicant has adequately 
interpreted the impact of coal mining legacy on the proposed development. In particular 
the implications of the mine entry and its associated zone of influence, and the 
consequential need to define a ‘no-build’ zone within the site to avoid this feature. 
 
The site layout has therefore failed to take into account the mine entry, the application fails 
to demonstrate any influence on development proposal, fails to demonstrate site is safe 
and stable without undertaking intrusive site investigation prior to determination, and no 
appropriate mitigation measures have been proposed regarding the mine entry. 
 
It is a requirement of paragraphs 120-121 of the NPPF that the applicant demonstrates to 
the satisfaction of the LPA that the application site is safe, stable and suitable for 
development. 
 
The Coal Authority Recommendation to the LPA 
 
The Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report has been prepared based on a desk-based 
review of relevant coal mining information. This information has revealed that there is a 
significant risk to any development of the application site, and it is the opinion of The Coal 
Authority that the risk and uncertainty is such that further specialist investigation regarding 
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the recorded mine entry is required before the LPA can be satisfied that the application 
site can be safely developed.  
 
The applicant should therefore be advised of The Coal Authority’s view and should be 
required to carry out intrusive site investigation works, prior to the determination of the 
planning application and subject to obtaining Coal Authority permission, to determine the 
extent of past coal mining activities and the implications for the layout and design for their 
development proposal. Any remedial, preventive and mitigation measures should then be 
proposed as part of the revised Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report, as necessary, to 
address any issues of land instability. 
 
The Coal Authority would be very pleased to receive for further consultation and comment 
any additional information prepared and submitted by the applicant.
