In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order the KIRKLEES 
COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) as Local Planning Authority hereby 
permits:-

ERECTION OF SINGLE STOREY REAR EXTENSION

At: 26,  WATERLOO ROAD,  WATERLOO,  HUDDERSFIELD,  HD5 0AF

In accordance with the plan(s), documents and application submitted to the Council 
on 06-Mar-2017, except as amended or specified, details of which can be found in 
the table below and subject to the condition(s) specified hereunder:-

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun within three years of the date of this 
permission.
Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning 
Act 1990.

2. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with the 
plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision notice, except as may be specified 
in the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.
Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and so as to ensure the 
satisfactory appearance of the development on completion, and to accord with Policies D2,  
BE13 and BE14 of the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan.

3. The external walls and roofing materials of the extension hereby approved shall in all 
respects match those used in the construction of the existing building.
Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to accord with Policy BE13 of the Kirklees 
Unitary Development Plan.



4. The development shall not be occupied until the window in the north facing side 
elevation of the extension hereby approved has been obscure glazed. Notwithstanding the 
provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 
2015 as amended (or any Order revoking or re-enacting that Order with or without 
modification) the obscure glazing shall thereafter be retained.
Reason: So as not to detract from the amenities of adjoining property by reason of loss of 
privacy and to accord with Policy BE14 of the Kirklees Unitary Development Plan.

5. The hereby approved development shall be construction in accordance with the ‘Flood 
Risk Assessment – Matrix’ and ‘Flood Risk Assessment – Statement’. 
Reason:  To ensure appropriate flood mitigation measures are implemented during the 
construction process, so as to accord with Chapter 10 of the National Planning Policy 
Framework.

 In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because 
the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a direction given by him.

Purchase Notices

develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that the owner can 
neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor render the 
land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development 
which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council 
This notice will require the Council to purchase the owner's interest in the land
in accordance with the provisions of Chapter I of Part VI of the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990.
