Also access seems unsuitable for large vehicles, especially motor homes, the track is
relatively narrow and is not supported by much either side, one side drops down on to
the canal  I fear there will
he some sort of land slide  canal if used by heavy motors. 
On the plans the large elder tree that holds up the banking that supports the track by
the entrance way is missing, I believe that if this tree is removed (I think its to widen
the track) there will be nothing holding up the banking and will just slide down
