Widening the entrance to road may well be detrimental 
and stability of the banking. The large trees help hold the banking up and are lovely to
look at. These would have to be removed to widen the road entrance as planned. i fear
this would impact   safety  as the
banking will not withstand the weight of large veiches once widened. 
There are also cellars under the road and around the proposed widening of the
entrance site, this should be looked into beofre planning is granted for the safety of all
local residents. 
Altough locked gates have been added to the plans i fear this would not be enough to
deter some antisocial behaviour. I am also worried about the site being used but not
having staff at all times of use, the phone number given may prove inadequate if there
are any isses. 
I am also worried about light polution from the proposed illumination of the site for
safety. i understand this was recomended by the police report but i fear if no one is on
the sight it may just make a crimnals job easier. It will create a lot of unnecessary light
for all the surrounding houses. 
Nothing has been mentioned about the right to roam but if locked gates are in place i
fear this will not be possible, for my whole life it has been possible to walk around
enjoying what nature has to offer right on my doorstep i fear this access will be deied
and many people from the village will no longer be able to access and enjoy a once
loved beauty spot. 
I apreiciate the time slot idea for camper/bushcraft but sometimes thigs happen
(breakdown, road clousres, trffic jams) if a customer cannot make the given time slot
will they arrive late (causing noise and dissruption) or just park on the road and
attempt to acces the sight on foot? there seem to be no back ups for things going
wrong with the timeslot system (which given the nature of people they inevitably will) 
There still steems to be no offical plan as to which trees will be kept and how the
remailing trees will be managed, if the hedges are to go in as planned some of the
origonal trees will have to be removed to acomplish this. 
I am also worried about the disruption caused to the local wildlife as all the building
works for pods goes ahead. i fear it may take many years for creatures to retun after
such a shock to their surroundings. Surely this would be detrimental to the bushcarft
side of the business. 
It is mentioned that the camper vans will remove thier own waste/effluant, i have never
yet met a camper van owner who chooses to travel with a full tank of effluant on thier
journey, i fear if there is not anywhere on site for them to dispose of this it may be
relesed elswhere at the start of thier journey which could cause contamination or other
propblems within the village.
