| am writing to make further comments regarding application 2019/90988.

The revised plans still fall short in that there are issues that have not been addressed. For me the main ones areas
follows:

Lack of adequate supervision on site and probability of public nuisance.

There is no reference to any onsite supervision which means that any anti social behaviour, including loud music,
shouting/loud voices, drunkenness, would go unchecked until police were called or the owners of the site were
called and by the time they reached site it could be too late. The site could easily attract single sex groups, stag or
hen parties for example and if excessive alcohol is consumed then anti social behaviour is sure to follow. But surely a
warden should be on site all the time in case of any emergency, eg fires getting out of hand, not just to deal with
anti social behaviour.

Increased traffic and parking issues.
Parking is at a premium already and this site will only add to the problems as there will not be sufficient space for all
vehicles to be parked on site.

| really do not feel this site is suitable for the purpose set out in the plans, why not just stick to bush craft activities
and no overnight camping?

| don’t understand the reluctance to employ a warden(s) which would help alleviate some of the issues.
