2019/91974 Moldgreen working mens club, Church Street, Moldgreen. 
 
Highway Development Management’s (HDM) comments for the above application as follows: 
 
Planning application for demolition of existing building and formation of 12 apartments. A new access 
is to be formed and taken via Church Street, the existing point of access off Highroyd Crescent is to be 
removed. 
 
A Transport Statement (TS) has been prepared and submitted by Paragon Highways dated November 
2019. 
 
The trip generation has been assessed using the TRICS database, the submitted TA assesses the 
traffic impact of ‘Residential’ and ‘flats privately owned’ in trip generation terms. Table 3 indicates the 
forecast traffic generation associated with the development of circa 3 two way movements and 3 two 
way movements in the AM and PM peak periods respectively. In addition in section 3.4.5 of the 
submitted TS, there is reference to a trip rate of 0.4 per unit generating 4.8 trips in the AM and PM 
peak periods. Both of which are considered acceptable from a highways prospective. 
 
As of the adoption of the Local Plan Kirklees Council no longer has car parking standards. Policy LP22 
sets out the criteria for establishing parking requirements for new developments, which should be 
evidence based within the planning application submission. The indicated provision of 14 parking 
space including provision for visitors is considered acceptable from a highways prospective. 
 
The provision for the storage and collection of waste from the premises has been indicated and 
appears to be in line with the Councils ‘good practice guidance for developers’. 
 
Overall the proposal is considered acceptable from a highways prospective subject to the following 
conditions. 
 
Areas to be surfaced and drained  
 
The buildings shall not be occupied until the areas to be used by vehicles and/or pedestrians have 
been surfaced and drained in accordance with details that have previously been approved in writing by 
the Local Planning Authority. 
 
Reason: In the interests of highway safety and to achieve a satisfactory layout. 
 
Nothing to be … within 2m 
 
Nothing shall be permitted to be planted or erected within a strip of land 2.0m deep measured from the 
carriageway edge of Church Street along the full frontage of the site which exceeds 1.0m in height 
above the level of the adjoining highway.  
 
Reason: To ensure adequate visibility in the interests of highway safety 
 



 

 

 

 
Before the development commences a scheme detailing the location and cross sectional information 
together with the proposed design and construction for all new retaining walls/ building walls adjacent 
to the existing highways including any modifications to the existing retaining wall on Church Street 
shall be submitted to and approved by the Highway Authority in writing. The approved scheme shall be 
implemented prior to the commencement of the proposed development and thereafter retained during 
the life of the development. 
 
Reason: To ensure that any new retaining structures do not compromise the stability of the highway. 
 
Cycle storage facilities to be provided 
 
No part of the development shall be brought into use until cycle storage facilities have been provided 
in accordance with details that have been approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority, the 
approved facilities shall thereafter be retained. 
 
Reason: To comply with the Council’s sustainability objectives.

The granting of planning permission does not authorise the carrying out of works within the highway, 
for which the written permission of the Council as Highway Authority is required. You are required to 
consult the Design Engineer, Flint Street, Fartown, Huddersfield (Kirklees Street Care: 0800 7318765) 
with regard to obtaining this permission and approval of the construction specification. Please also 
note that the construction of vehicle crossings within the highway is deemed to be major works for the 
purposes of the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991 (Section 84 and 85). Interference with the 
highway without such permission is an offence which could lead to prosecution.
