This development would make this strategy impossible.

- Fragmentation and loss of habitat for a wide range of rare trees and animals.
Including Barn Owls, Otters, Kingfishers, and Roe Deer, all have been seen in the
area. These are also not included in the out of date wildlife surveys and are not
included in the ecological reports.

This will be Largest single loss of agricultural land in Kirklees, in an area that has
already seen large scale development on previous agricultural farm land at Shaw
Cross, Hanging Heaton and Soothill.
