Planning Policy Response to Planning Statement and sequential assessment December 2020 —
Revision A

The revised statement provides an update to the description of development removing the D2
Assembly and Leisure element of the new Local Centre. As such the new local centre is to comprise of
Al shops, A2 Financial and professional services, A3 Restaurants and cafes, A4 Drinking
establishments, A5 Hot food takeaways and D1 non-residential institutions. Note, the description of
development refers to use classes applicable prior to 1% September 2020.

There has been no change in the amount of floorspace proposed. Paragraph 6.5 of the statement sets
out that the local centre ‘will comprise no more than 500sq m of commercial retail space (A1 — A5
uses), with a total floorspace of up to 1,500sq m to potentially include D1 uses such as a doctor’s
surgery or dentist. However, D1 use also includes museums and exhibition halls which are not a local
centre function. Apart from museums and exhibition halls, the uses in conjunction with the amount of
floorspace proposed can be considered commensurate with the role and function of a Local Centre.

If museums and exhibition halls are removed from the D1 element of the proposal, then an impact
assessment is not required.

The revised statement includes reference to Ossett Town Centre in relation to the sequential test. No
available or suitable development sites have been identified that could accommodate the new local
centre therefore the sequential test has been passed.

Conditions need to be applied restricting the uses and floorspace in the new Local Centre to those set
out but excluding museums and exhibition halls from D1. This is to accord with Local Plan Policy LP13
Town centre uses and to protect the vitality and viability of town centres.
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
