Suppressed trees some with heavy lean over neighbouring property all showing signs of
decline.
1 x silver birch at the back of the shed (4) remove to prevent damage to the building
1 x willow at the front corner of the shed to be removed, tree in decline.
This whole garden is over planted and removal will allow the remaining trees to thrive, there will still be 15 trees in the garden.  Selective replanting possible
between 2 & 3 and 6 & 7.
