In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order the KIRKLEES 
COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) as Local Planning Authority hereby 
permits:-

ERECTION OF TWO STOREY SIDE EXTENSION

At: 154,  HUNSWORTH LANE,  HUNSWORTH,  CLECKHEATON,  BD19 4DR

In accordance with the plan(s), documents and application submitted to the Council 
on 29-Dec-2020, except as amended or specified, details of which can be found in 
the table below and subject to the condition(s) specified hereunder:-

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun within three years of the date of this 
permission.
Reason: Pursuant to the requirements of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning 
Act 1990.

2. The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in complete accordance with the 
plans and specifications schedule listed in this decision notice, except as may be specified 
in the conditions attached to this permission, which shall in all cases take precedence.
Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as to what is being permitted and to ensure the 
satisfactory appearance of the development on completion, and to accord with Policies 
LP1, LP2, LP21, LP22, LP24, LP28, LP31, and LP51 of the Kirklees Local Plan, and the 
aims of the National Planning Policy Framework.



3. The external walls and roofing materials of the extension hereby approved shall in all 
respects match those used in the construction of the existing building.
Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to accord with Policy LP24 of the Kirklees 
Local Plan and the aims of Chapter 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

4. The development shall not be brought into use until all area indicated to be used for 
parking on the approved plan has been laid out with a hardened and drained surface in 
accordance with the Communities and Local Government; and Environment Agency’s 
‘Guidance on the permeable surfacing of front gardens (parking areas)’ published 13th 
May 2009 (ISBN 9781409804864) as amended or any successor guidance. 
Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted 
Development) Order 2015 as amended (or any Order revoking or re-enacting that Order) 
this shall be so retained, free of obstructions and available for parking/turning thereafter. 
Reason: In the interests of amenity and traffic safety, to ensure adequate space within the 
site for vehicle movements and parking that is appropriately drained, in accordance with 
the aims of Policies LP21, LP22, and LP28 of the Kirklees Local Plan and the aims of the 
National Planning Policy Framework.

NOTE: Please note that the granting of planning permission does not overrule private legal 
rights of ownership and it is your responsibility to ensure you have the legal right to carry 
out the approved works as construction and maintenance or parking of vehicles may 
involve access to land outside your ownership or subject to private rights of way.

NOTE: To minimise noise disturbance at nearby premises it is generally recommended 
that activities relating to the erection, construction, alteration, repair or maintenance of 
buildings, structures or roads shall not take place outside the hours of: 

07.30 and 18.30 hours, Mondays to Fridays, 08.00 and 13.00 hours, Saturdays, with no 
working Sundays or Public Holidays. In some cases, different site-specific hours of 
operation may be appropriate.

Under the Control of Pollution Act 1974, Section 60 Kirklees Environment and
Transportation Services may control noise from construction sites by serving a notice. This 
notice can specify the hours during which the works may be carried out.

Pursuant to article 35 (2) of the Town and Country Planning (Development Management 
Procedure) Order 2015 and guidance in the National Planning Policy Framework, the 
Local Authority has, where possible, made a pre-application advice service available, 
complied with the Kirklees Development Management Charter 2015 and otherwise actively 
engaged with the applicant in dealing with the application.
Concerns were raised regarding the potential lack of off-street parking at the property post-
development. Given the current parking situation of the property and the site context, 
amended plans were requested showing two off-street parking space within the curtilage 
of the property. These were provided by the agent and were considered acceptable.

Digital Infrastructure: Fibre To The Property (FTTP)

Access to affordable and reliable broadband is necessary for Kirklees’ residents, 
businesses, and visitors to take advantage of the growing digital economy and ‘digital by 
default’ services. Fibre optic cables direct to a property (FTTP) is the most reliable way of 
delivering high speed broadband connectivity and allows for gigabit internet speeds.

 Digital literacy – digital literacy and skills increase employability and people can exploit 

the internet for transactional, social, entertainment and learning purposes. 

 New services – digital delivery can lower costs and provide innovative public and 
health services more conveniently. 

It is therefore advised that digital infrastructure, including FTTP, and its benefits for the 
development be considered from the earliest feasible stage. Methods include working with 
Internet Service Providers to install digital infrastructure alongside other utilities or 
providing pre-infrastructure allowing for speeder installation at a later date.

Note: Where no telecommunications provider has been secured to provide fibre 
infrastructure by the time of highway construction, it is advised that additional dedicated 
telecommunications ducting is incorporated alongside other utilities to enable the efficient 
and cost effective provision of fibre infrastructure in the future.

Development within a Coal Mining Area

The proposed development lies within an area that has been defined by the Coal Authority 
as containing potential hazards arising from former coal mining activity at the surface or 
shallow depth.  These hazards can include: mine entries (shafts and adits); shallow coal 
workings; geological features (fissures and break lines); mine gas and  former surface 
mining sites.

As a general 
precautionary principle, the Coal Authority considers that the building over or within the 
influencing distance of a mine entry should be avoided.  In exceptional circumstance 
where this is unavoidable, expert advice must be sought to ensure that a suitable 
engineering design which takes into account all the relevant safety and environmental risk 
factors, including mine gas and mine-water.  Your attention is drawn to the Coal Authority 
Policy in relation to new development and mine entries available at:

Any intrusive activities which disturb or enter any coal seams, coal mine workings or coal 
mine entries (shafts and adits) requires a Coal Authority Permit.  Such activities could 
include site investigation boreholes, excavations for foundations, piling activities, other 
ground works and any subsequent treatment of coal mine workings and coal mine entries 
for ground stability purposes.  Failure to obtain a Coal Authority Permit for such activities is 
trespass, with the potential for court action.

Appeals to the Secretary of State

 If you are aggrieved by the decision of your Local Planning Authority to grant it subject 
to conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State under section 78 of the 
Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

 As this is a decision for a householder application, if you want to appeal against your 
Local Planning Authority’s decision to impose planning conditions then you must do so 
within 6 months of the date of this notice.

 If an enforcement notice is served or has been served relating to the same or 
substantially the same land and development as in your application and if you want to 
appeal against the local planning authority’s decision on your application, then you 
must do so within 28 days of the date of service of the enforcement notice.

 Appeals must be made using a form which you can get from the Secretary of State at 
Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol BS1 6PN (Tel: 0303 444 
5000) or online at https://www.gov.uk/planning-inspectorate. Further information on the 
Planning Appeal process can be found online at the Planning Inspectorates website 
https://www.gov.uk/government/organisations/planning-inspectorate.

 You must use the correct Planning Appeal Form when making your appeal. If 
requesting forms from the Planning Inspectorate, please state the type of application 
that the appeal relates to so they can send you the appeal form you require.

 The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he 
will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances 
which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

 The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that the local 
planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed 
development or could not have granted it without the conditions they imposed, having 
regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and 
to any directions given under a development order.

 In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because 
the Local Planning Authority based their decision on a direction given by him.

Please note, only the applicant possesses the right of appeal.



Purchase Notices
 If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses permission to 

develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that the owner can 
neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor render the 
land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development 
which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council 
This notice will require the Council to purchase the owner's interest in the land
in accordance with the provisions of Chapter I of Part VI of the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990.
