This is a conservation area, so Kirklees need to conserve it and keep it looking as good
or better than it has done for years, this plan does not compliment anything in the area,
and | hope it will not be approved.

This is what is commonly known as ‘Bungalow Bashing’, bungalows are important and
really need conserving. | know several disabled people living in unsuitable
accommodation who would die for the chance to live in a single floor cottage such as
this as they struggle with the stairs and small lifts elsewhere. Bungalows aren’t built
now, they are only destroyed. My elderly parents have actually had their eye on this
cottage for their retirement (should it ever come on the market) as it is a house ideally
suited for an elderly couple and not a growing family. It has no garden to speak of, so
low maintenance for the elderly.

The house would be too big in its grounds if it would be extended upwards, outwards
and with the addition of the garage, it would also be too close to the neighbour’s
garden if the dining room extension is allowed. It would be overlooking both of the
neighbouring properties and that of the house over the road.
