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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.01  This Statement, prepared on behalf of Strata Homes Limited sets out an assessment of the
potential impacts upon the built historic environment arising from proposals for the
residential redevelopment of land to the south of Westgate, Cleckheaton, Kirkless. The
proposals are to form an Outline Planning Application to Kirklees Council. The extent of the

site is shown at Figure 1.

Figure 1: Site Extent

1.02  The Site comprises around 6.4 hectares of previously developed land located to the south of
Westgate, around 800 metres to the west of the town centre. The site historically has
accommodated a number of industrial uses and is now largely cleared of built form and laid
to scrub and grassland. Access is available from a number of roads off Westgate, Taylor Street,
Stone Street and Robert Street and from the south via Quarry Road. Surrounding development
is of mixed character with terraced housing to the east, industrial and commercial uses to the
north and west and, to the south areas of woodland and pasture land. Blacup Beck runs to the

south of the site.
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1.03  No designated or non-designated built heritage assets fall within the site or its immediate
vicinity. A number of designated assets fall within the locality of the Site and potential impacts

upon the setting to these assets is considered within this Statement.

1.04 The Statement is structured as follows:

Summarises the principal policy and best practice guidance relevant to the assessment.

Sets out an overview of historic environment baseline information, including mapping

Assesses the potential impact of the development proposal upon the significance of heritage
assets falling within the vicinity of the site and where appropriate, makes recommendations

on measures to remove or reduce any harmful impacts identified.

1.05 A site walkover was undertaken during May 2021. The assessment considers potential built

heritage impacts and does not assess archaeological potential.

POLICY AND ASSESSMENT GUIDANCE

National Planning Policy and Historic England Guidance

The protection and enhancement of the built historic environment is an over-arching
environmental objective within the National Planning Policy Framework (paragraph 8). It
indicates that ‘great weight’ should be given to the conservation of designated heritage assets
(paragraph 193), conservation being defined as “the process of maintaining and managing
change to a heritage asset in a way that sustains and, where appropriate, enhances its

significance” (Annex 2: Glossary).

Significance, for heritage policy, is defined in the Framework (Annex 2: Glossary) as:

“The value of a heritage asset to this and future generations because of its heritage interest.
This interest may be archaeological, architectural, artistic or historic. Significance derives not

only from a heritage asset’s physical presence, but also from its setting.”

In undertaking any heritage assessment, the aim should be to demonstrate understanding of
the nature of significance and the particular interest which contributes to that significance,
the extent of the building fabric that holds this interest and its comparative level of
importance. Historic England Advice Note 12, Statements of Historic Significance, Analysing
Significance in Heritage Assets, 2019 (HEAN12), indicates that heritage assessments of
significance should provide an impartial analysis of significance and the contribution of

setting:

“A Statement of Heritage Significance is not an advocacy document, seeking to justify a
scheme which has already been designed; it is more an objective analysis of significance, an

opportunity to describe what matters and why, in terms of heritage significance.”

HEAN12 advocates a stage approach to decision-taking in applications affecting heritage

assets:

1. Understand the form, materials and history of the affected heritage asset(s).

2. Understand the significance of the asset(s).

3. Understand the impact of the proposal on that significance.
4. Avoid, minimise and mitigate negative impacts in a way that meets the objectives of the
National Planning Policy Framework.

5. Look for opportunities to better reveal or enhance significance.

Further guidance on the assessment process is provided in Historic England Good Practice
Advice in Planning 2, Managing Significance in Decision-Taking in the Historic Environment,
2015 (GPAP2). This notes that if there is apparent conflict between the proposed development
and the conservation of a heritage asset consideration may need to be given alternative
means of delivering the development which leads to a more sustainable result which reduces
potential harm to significance. This process, reflected in HEAN12 advice, should be

undertaken before weighing the public benefits of a proposal against any harm.

In considering the extent of potential harm to the significance of a heritage asset, Paragraph
194 of the Framework states that any harm to, or loss of, the significance of a designated
heritage asset should require ‘clear and convincing justification’. Paragraph 195 indicates that,
where it is concluded that an application will lead to substantial harm to, or total loss of,
significance to a designated heritage asset (particularly those of higher significance),

authorities should refuse consent unless it can be demonstrated that:

“The substantial harm or loss is necessary in order to achieve substantial public benefits that

outweigh that harm or loss.”

Where less than substantial harm is identified to the significance of a designated heritage
asset the Framework advises, at paragraph 196, that authorities should weigh the public

benefits of the proposal against the harm identified.

Public benefits include heritage benefits and the NPPG provides the following examples:

= “Sustaining or enhancing the significance of a heritage asset and the contribution of
its setting.

= Reducing or removing risks to a heritage asset

= Securing the optimum viable use of a heritage asset in support of its long-term

conservation.”
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2.09 In any assessment it is also important to have regard to the contribution made to the
significance of a heritage asset by its setting and, conversely, the contribution it may make to

the significance of other assets. As regards setting this is defined by the Framework as:

“The surroundings in which a heritage asset is experienced. Its extent is not fixed and may
change as the asset and its surroundings evolve. Elements of a setting may make a positive or
negative contribution to the significance of an asset, may affect the ability to appreciate that

significance or may be neutral.”

2.10 Historic England has published guidance in respect of the setting of heritage assets (Historic
Environment Good Practice Advice in Planning, Note 3 (Second Edition), The Setting of

Heritage Assets, 2017). It indicates, at paragraph 9, that:

“Setting is not itself a heritage asset, nor a heritage designation, although land comprising a
setting may itself be designated. Its importance lies in what it contributes to the significance

of the heritage asset or to the ability to appreciate that significance.”

2.11  The advice note sets out a staged approach to proportionate decision-taking and recommends
a broad approach to assessment, undertaken as a series of steps that may be applied

proportionately to complex and more straightforward cases (paragraph 19).
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3.0 BASELINE ASSESSMENT

In order to understand the nature of the historic environment in the vicinity of the site and to
identify those heritage assets likely to be impacted by the development proposals a baseline

assessment study has been undertaken. This identifies, where relevant:

= Designated heritage assets, including buildings statutorily listed as being of special
architectural or historic interest, scheduled monuments and conservation areas

= Non-designated heritage assets, including buildings or structures of local interest

= The elements, both built and within the human-made landscape, which contribute to

the significance and setting of the identified heritage assets

To inform the baseline assessment the following information sources have been reviewed:

= The National Heritage List for England (NHLE)

= The National Record of the Historic Environment (NRHE)
= The Historic England Research Record

= The West Yorkshire Historic Environment Record (DHER)

= Historic maps of the site and surrounding area.

Baseline data and background information is summarised below. An initial study area of 500m
from the site centre has been adopted in order to identify those built heritage assets
potentially affected by the proposed development. This radius is considered appropriate

having regard to the nature of the development proposals and the urban context of the Site.

Historic Environment Baseline
Designated Heritage Assets

The National Heritage List for England (NHLE) holds 3 records falling within the Study Area:

Lower Blacup Farmhouse including Numbers 2 and 3
Grade Il Listed Building (1300089) NGR: SE18537 24809
The Farmhouse was added to the statutory list in 1981 and is located to the south of site. The

house was constructed in the 17" and 18" century in two phases.

Church of St. Luke, Moorside

Grade Il Listed Building (1134608) NGR: SE17946 25146

The Church was added to the statutory list in 1984. In the Gothic Revival style, the building
was constructed in 1887 and is located to the north of Moorside around 300m to the north-

west of the Site.

Chapel at Cleckheaton Cemetery
Grade Il Listed Building (1135413) NGR: SE18479 25500
The Chapel was added to the statutory list in 1972. In a Neo-Classical style, the building is

dated 1853 and located to the east end of Heaton Avenue, to the east of the Site.

Cleckheaton Library

Grade Il Listed Building (1268151) NGR: SE18433 25560

The Library was added to the statutory list in 1996. The building was constructed, with a Neo-
Classical design, in 1929-30 with later extension in 1973 and is located to the south of

Whitcliffe Road around 500m to the north of the Site.

No other designated built heritage assets or area-based designations, for example

conservation areas, fall within, or in proximity to, the Site.

Non-Statutory Designations

century former mills and associated workers housing falling within the study area:

Terrace of workers housing built during the 19" century and located to the north-east of the

site.

Brookhouse Mills (UID945226) NGR: SE18000 25000

Textile mill, late 19" century. No longer present, overbuilt by housing.

West End Mills (UID945164) NGR: SE18150 25030
Textile mill built in the second half of the 19'" century located to the north-west of the site off

Iron Street. No longer present and partially overbuilt by later industrial development.

Butts Mills (UID945159) NGR: SE18665 25277

Site of Butts Mill, a former textile mill built in the mid-19*" century. No longer present.

2-3 Quaker Lane (UID511995) NGR: SE18633 25153
House, circa mid-17"" century. Located to the east of the site at the junction of Quaker Lane

with Westgate.

Lower Blacup (UID511996) NGR: SE18537 24806

Early 18™ century house. Grade Il listed as Lower Blacup Farmhouse.

The New Prospect Regency Restaurant (UID945157) NGR: SE18620 25400

Former mill owners house, 19" century, now in use as a restaurant/bar.

Clarence Mills (UID945161) NGR: SE18624 25054
Site of Clarence Mills, a worsted spinning mill complex built around 1879. No longer present

and overbuilt by housing.

Westcliffe Mill (UID945207) NGR: SE18280 25400
Also known as Woodroyd Mills. A textile mill built in the late 19" or early 20" century. Located

off South Parade to the north of the site.

Wharfe Works (UID945162) NGR: SE18423 24937
Mid to late 19'" century steam powered textile machinery mill, comprising sheds and engine
house, located off Quarry Road to the south-east of the Site although now largely absent or

masked by later development.

Gate Lodge, Iron Street (UID945163) NGR: SE18400 24900

Gate lodge to Wharf Works, 19'" century. No longer present.

Broomfield Mills (UID945165) NGR: SE18050 25020
Textile mill complex constructed between 1860 and 1876. No longer present, overbuilt by

housing.

The West Yorkshire Historic Environment Record (WYHER) lists 13 sites falling within the Study

Area. These records are included at Appendix 1 to this Statement.

One WYHER entry falls with the Site, this being the location of the Wharfe Works (PRN17547)
and the adjoining Old Rolling Mill (Iron) which are shown on 1890s mapping. The site was
surveyed in 2018 (Salford University, 2018. Survey of Textile Sites) and noted has having been

cleared with a surviving brick shed retained in bad condition.

The WYHER lists the Grade Il listed Cleckheaton Library (PRN9268), Lower Blacup Farmhouse
(PRN9272) and Cleckheaton Cemetery Chapel (PRN9276). Other records relate to the sites of
former mill and industrial buildings including those referenced by the Historic England

Research Record. These include Broomfield Mills (PRN17539), West End Mills (PRN17541),

Victoria Mill (PRN17544), Westcliffe Mill (PRN17545), Clarence Mill (PRN17550), Butts Mill
(PRN17553), Prospect Mills (PRN17555) and Brook Mill (PRN17556).

Having regard to the relationship and distancing of non-designated assets falling with the
setting of the building, and given existing urban context, no impacts upon significance, within

setting, are identified.

Historic Mapping

The first edition Ordnance Survey (0OS) plan (1:10,560) shows the site as forming part of a
series of agricultural fields extending to the south of Westgate to Blacup Beck. A sandstone
quarry is marked within the southern section of the site taking access from Westgate. Linear
development is shown along Westgate to the north of the site and a number of industrial
developments are shown at Brook Mill (Woollen) to the east, Victoria Mill (Woollen) and Moor

Bottom Tannery to the west and Blakcup Chemical Works to the south.

The 1894 OS plan (1:2500) highlights the rapid industrial and residential expansion of the area
during the latter half of the 19" century. The Site is shown as largely developed around Brick
Street, Iron Street, Stone Street, Roberts Street and Quarry Road. The quarry site has
expanded and is now marked as the Quarry Brick Works taking up much of the south-eastern
section of the Site. To the north Quarry Maltkilns is shown with the Westgate Chemical Works
built to the west. To the south the Wharfe Works (Machine) and Old Rolling Mill (Iron) are
shown within the site and bounding Blacup Beck. Further industrial development is shown
adjoining the Site at West End Mills (Woollen) and Britannia Mills (Card). Associated terraced
workers housing has also been constructed along the northern sections of the link roads from

Westgate and to the east side of Quarry Road.

The 1907 OS plan shows the expansion of the Westgate Chemical Works with new buildings
constructed between Brick Street and Iron Street. By 1922 the Rolling Mills and Wharfe Works
buildings have also extended to the north. The Quarry Brick Works is no longer marked by this
point and buildings associated with the use have been removed. The 1938 and 1957-58
(1:2500) OS plans show ongoing expansion of the Rolling Mills, Wharfe Works and Chemical

Works buildings now annotated simply as ‘works’. A series of industrial buildings are shown

within the area of the former quarry site although much of the area is shown as open or in

storage use.

By the time of the publication of the 1969-70 OS plan (1:2500) the Chemical Works site has
been cleared of buildings. Subsequent mapping shows little change within the site. During the
early 21* century to date, the majority of buildings falling within the site have been
demolished, most notably the Rolling Mills iron work site to the south of the site. Remaining

buildings largely date to the mid-late 20'" century with the majority of the site now cleared.

Copies of OS mapping are included at Appendix 2.

ASSESSMENT OF DEVELOPMENT IMPACT

Development Proposals
The proposed development is to be submitted as a planning application to Kirklees Council

and comprises, in summary:

= The erection of 194 no. market and affordable dwellings providing 2, 3, 4- and 5-
bedroom accommodation.

= The new dwellings will be constructed in 1, 2 and 3-storeys and arranged in terraced,
semi-detached and detached form.

= The net density of the development will be around 40 units per hectare based upon
developable area.

= Areas of public open space will be provided to the southern section of the site, in part
accommodation attenuation tank, with green corridors providing pedestrian linkages
through the site.

= Access will be taken via a new estate road, broadly in the position of the current Stone
Street.

= Details of design, material treatment and landscaping are to be confirmed.

Details of the proposed development will be set out with the Design and Access Statement,
plans and particulars, to be submitted with the planning application. The assessment set out
below is based upon the proposed planning layout (Strata Homes. 18-CL2-SEGB-WE-01 Rev.

P) and this is included at Appendix 3 to this Statement.

Development Impact

The development will not impact directly, through direct physical impact upon building fabric,
on any currently known designated or non-designated built heritage asset. No significant
buildings or structures are identified falling within the Site as holding substantive heritage
value and as such the development will not directly impact upon the built historic

environment.

The NHLE records a number of designated heritage assets falling within the locality of the Site

and potential impacts upon the setting to these is assessed below. In undertaking the

assessment regard is had to the setting guidance and staged methodology provided by

Historic England.

Step 1: Identify which heritage assets and their setting are affected
The NHLE identifies four designated heritage assets within the Study Area and these,

comprising Grade Il listed buildings, are summarised at paragraph 3.6 above.

In respect of Cleckheaton Library (1268151), the Chapel at Cleckheaton Cemetery (1135412)
and the Church of St. Luke, given distancing and the extent of intervening built form the Site
falls outwith the visual setting to these assets. No historic functional inter-relationship is
evidenced and as such the Site is not considered to an element contributing to the significance
of these assets. The proposed development, which will adopt a scale and grain appropriate to
urban context, will not impact upon the setting of the assets and as such no affects upon

significance are anticipated.

Lower Blacup Farmhouse, including numbers 2 and 3 (1300089) is a Grade Il listed building
comprising three farmhouses erected in the mid-17"" and mid to late-18" centuries. The
houses are grouped in two blocks set at right angles to each other and are located around
200m to the south of the Site. A range of later farm buildings extend to the west of the building
group with garden land, enclosed by treed and hedgerow boundaries, is to the north. The
buildings occupy an elevated position in relation to the Site and are visible in views from the
southern section which place the buildings within there agricultural setting. The Site is

therefore considered to fall within the visual setting of the listed building.

Step 2: Assess the degree to which these settings and views make a contribution to the
significance of the heritage asset or allow significance to be experienced.

The historic agricultural setting to Lower Blacup Farmhouse is evidenced by retained pastoral
fields surrounding the building group and extending north to Blacup Beck and adjoining the
Site boundaries. This land provides openness to the buildings which allow the functional
relationship and historic context of the group to be appreciated. Openness within the setting
of the building group has been diminished through later 20" century residential estate

development to the east and the south of the building group and further residential

development has been consented on land to the east. Land to the west is more open and

allows for extended views over an agricultural landscape.

The Site is located around 200m to the north of the Farmhouse and formed part of the wider
agricultural setting to the building up until the second half of the 19" century. Subsequently
the Site was development for a number of relatively large-scale industrial developments
which extended built form to the south of Westgate and adjacent to Blacup Beck. This
development effectively removed the earlier landscape setting to the listed building beyond
the Beck. Much of the Site has now been cleared and evidence of 19" century development
removed. The current visual condition of the Site is poor and makes no substantive

contribution to the setting of the listed building.

Step 3: Assess the effects of the proposed development, whether beneficial or harmful, on the
significance or on the ability to appreciate it.

The proposed development will fall within the extent of previously developed land under
occupation during the latter half of the 19'" century and through the 20™ century and as such
will not encroach upon the existing openness to the north of the Farmhouse currently in
pasture/grassland use. The provision of open space to the south of the site will provide a
further visual buffer through the set back of dwellings and will form new publicly accessible
areas which will allow the listed building to be viewed. The proposed layout will also provide
a degree of visual permeability and the scale and grain of the new dwellings will be in keeping
with surrounding built form and represent a lower density and massing of buildings in

comparison to historical development.

The development will provide an opportunity to secure a significant uplift in the visual
character of the Site and, subject to detailed design and material treatment, contribute

positively to local distinctiveness.

Overall itis considered that the development will have no impact upon those elements within
the setting to Lower Blacup Farmhouse that contribute positively to significance. As such, no

harm is assessed.

Step 4: Explore ways to maximise enhancement and avoid or minimise harm

As noted, the proposed development will provide an opportunity to secure enhancement to
the visual character of the Site and design and material treatment should seek to contribute
positively to local distinctiveness. Areas of open space to the south of the Site will open up
new publicly accessible views towards the listed building. Landscape treatment to the south

of the Site should seek to screen and filter views onto development areas.

Summary
The impact of the proposed development upon the built historic environment will be limited

in extent and affect. No built heritage assets will be directly impacted by the development.

The Site makes no contribution to the significance, within setting, to the Grade Il listed Lower
Blacup Farmhouse to the south. The development will not diminish the existing openness of
the listed building or the extent of retained agricultural land to the north of the farm building
group. It will provide a degree of visual enhancement given the currently poor aesthetic
condition of the Site and the proposed layout will set back development through the provision

of open space.

Overall it is considered that the development will not give rise to harm to the significance of
Lower Blacup Farmhouse. Subject to a favourable determination on this matter, with due
regard given to the statutory requirements of the 1990 Planning (Listed Buildings and
Conservation Areas) Act, the development can be brought forward in accordance with current

policy guidance.

Description

An archaeological watching brief was undertaken by Northern Archaeological Associates Ltd. on
behalf of Yorkshire Water in advance of and during construction of a sewer pipeline running
between North Bierly Wastewater Treatment Works and Mitchell Laithes, from SE 18324 18324 to
SE 26094 19935. The route largely followed the disused railway along the south-western flank of
the Spen Valley.

Work was carried out between 1st December 2008 and the 24th August 2009. The work comprised
the monitoring of six geotechnical test pits and subsequent top soil stripping of sections of pipeline
in the vicinity of Junction 26 of the M62 (Area 1. SE 18179 26357), adjacent to the Spenborough
Wastewater Treatment Works in Heckmondwhite (Area 2. SE 22126 22469) and adjacent to Forge
Lane, Dewsbury (Area 3. SE 23796 20146).

The land adjacent to Snelsins Farm, Cleckheaton was of particular interest in being the supposed
site of a small Roman Fort. See PRN 2310 for further information. The strip easement of the new
pipeline crossed the north-western corner of the supposed fort site. No archaeological features were
observed and no pre-modern artefact were recovered.

Test pit 6 (SE 18221 26324) in area 1 located subterranean structural remains which may have
represented a redundant war-time bunker or observation post that had been purposefully razed, the
interior backfilled with rubble and turfed over (PRN 7706). No significant archaeological deposits or
artefacts were recorded during any other part of the monitoring.
