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GENERAL SPECIFICATION

SEEDED GRASS
Low maintenance grass mix to be spread on minimum 100mm topsoil to BS3882. Pre seed
fertilizer to be applied at 50gr/M2. Soil to be cultivated using disc harrow or rotivator to 50mm, then
further rolled to produce firm seed bed. Los maintenance seed such as British Seed Houses A22
mix to be sown at 35gr/M2 where indicated on plan.

TURFED GRASS
Where turf is to be used, topsoil is to be graded and cross graded to even running falls. Topsoil to
be lightly firmed by treading or rolling to tilth of 25mm depth. All debris over 50mm diameter shall
be removed prior to turfing. An even application of an approved fertilizer should be applied at
70gr/M2 and raked in. No turf shall be laid in frosty or dry weather.

SHRUBS
All shrubs are to be first quality, sturdy, well rooted non refrigerated stock with well branched
heads and fibrous roots. Shrubs are to be planted into 450mm min high quality top soil
incorporating peat free organic compost and slow release fertilizer in accordance with horticultural
best practice. All plants are to be a minimum of 3L pot sizes unless otherwise specified to conform
with BS 4428. Finished beds are to then be lightly forked over and dressed with 50mm coarse
bark mulch.

All shrub material shall be first quality, sturdy, well-rooted non-refridgerated stock with well-branched
heads and fibrous root systems.  Shrubs shall be planted into 450mm deep good quality fibrous topsoil
incorporating organic compost and slow release fertiliser in accordance with good horticultural practice.
all plant material shall be a minimum 3L pot size unless otherwise specified and conform to BS 3936
Part 1: 1992 and BS 4428: 1989.  Finished beds shall be lightly forked over and dressed with 50mm
coarse forest bark mulch.

PROPOSED NATIVE HEDGEROWS

Made up of a mix of Field Maple (Acer campestre), Blackthorn (Prunus spinosa), Dog Rose
(Rosa canina), Hazel (Corylus avellana), Holly (Ilex aquifolium), Guelder Rose (Viburnum
opulus), Spindleberry (Euonymus europaeus) or Dogwood (Cornus sanguinea). The size of
plants are to be 100-120cm in height and are available as two year transplants.

Only figured dimensions should be used.
