1.5.1 This Road Safety Audit has been undertaken in accordance with GG 119 and a Road Safety 
Audit brief prepared by the Design Organisation. 

1.5.2 The above plans and information have been examined prior to the site visit, analysed in 
detail on site and at the offices of Optima following the visit. 

1.5.3 A Site visit was carried out by the Road Safety Audit Team on Thursday 24th February 2022 
between the hours of 10:30 and 11:00. The weather and road surface were wet. Low traffic volumes 
were observed along Chapelgate and Dean Bridge Lane. No pedestrians or cyclists were observed 
during the Site visit. 

1.5.4 The Road Safety Audit considers and reports only on the safety implications of the proposed 
scheme as presented and has not examined or verified the compliance of the designs to any other 
criteria. Comments made in this report relate to points which are considered to be worthy of 
attention in respect of safety. 

1.5.5 Recommendations included within this report are intended to identify proportionate means 
of eliminating or mitigating the concern raised and should not be regarded as being prescriptive 
design solutions. There may be alternative methods of addressing a problem that would be equally 
acceptable and these should be considered in full by the Designer.

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1. Introduction  

Via Solutions were appointed to carry out the Transport Statement associated with of a 

residential development off Chapelgate, Hepworth. The development is at the pre-planning 

stage and The Highway Authority (Kirklees Council) has asked for a Stage 1 Road Safety Audit 

to be carried out of the proposed site layout which is to be submitted as part of any future 

planning application.  

The proposals have now been subject to a Stage 1 Road Safety Audit dated March 2022 carried 

out by Optima Highways and Transportation Consultancy Ltd. The ‘Problems’ and 

Recommendations’ from that RSA are included in this Designer’s Response report for ease of 

reference. The summary points relating to each issue can be found in the original RSA. 
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2. Items Raised in Stage 1 Road 
Safety Audit 

1 Problem: Proposed turning head 

The proposed turning head may lead to large vehicles reversing over excessive 

distances. 

 

Recommendation 

It is recommended that the turning head is tested using a standard Kirklees refuse vehicle 

and increased in size accordingly.   

Designer’s Response 

Recommendation accepted – The swept path analysis was undertaken by the 11.85m 

refuse vehicle however there is a discrepancy in the architect’s plan regarding the 

vehicle dimensions. This is shown on the revised site layout. 
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2 Problem: Pedestrian visibility issues 

The absence of visibility may lead to a pedestrian being struck by oncoming traffic. 

 

Recommendation 

It is recommended that suitable visibility is provided to the south to allow pedestrians to 

discharge into the carriageway.  

Designer’s Response 

Recommendation accepted – The footway routing along the eastern boundary has 

been re-aligned in order to achieve adequate visibility for cars to see any pedestrians 

existing the site onto Dean Bridge Lane. This is shown on the revised site layout. 
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
