1. Introduction

EcoHolmes is a community-led housing organisation! based in the Holme Valley, south of Huddersfield
in Kirklees, West Yorkshire. We are planning to provide affordable homes for local people in need — for
rent or shared ownership - by acquiring land and holding it as a community asset in perpetuity.
EcoHolmes also recognises that homes for the future in a climate changed world will need to be energy-
efficient and sustainable, as well as affordable. Our mission simply stated is: “We work with the people
of the Holme Valley to create low-energy homes fit for the future that people can afford”

This report summarises the community engagement and consultations that EcoHolmes have carried out
with the local Holme Valley community over the past two years, and in particular with the Scholes
community over the last year regarding proposals for a development of 10 affordable low-energy
homes on the Chippings site on the edge of Scholes village.

2. Holme Valley Consultation

The consultation process with residents of the Holme Valley community on the type of houses EcoHolmes
should build started in early 2020.

After the cancellation due to Covid 19, of a planned public meeting in March 2020 to launch EcoHolmes;
a series of twelve Zoom-based workshops on 6 local housing related themes were held over the summer
and autumn of 2020.

EcoHolmes - a Community Land Trust

The topics for the workshops included:

v location and community;
v’ local housing need;

v infrastructure and services;
v greener eco-homes;

v’ homes for young families; and

v’ homes for older people

Over 70 participants generated a wealth of ideas that were translated into design briefs for a scheme that
might be developed, as well as some concept ideas for EcoHolmes community-led homes themselves.

An on-line housing survey questionnaire was developed to seek responses to these ideas from a wider
audience. 179 responses were received in the period October 2020 to September 2021. A summary of
the responses to this questionnaire is available at Appendix 1.

Responses to the housing questionnaire confirmed:
v the strong desire for more affordable housing in the Holme Valley (89%),
v nearly half the respondents knew someone in housing need (45%)

v the importance of communal space in new housing schemes (for shared facilities, green
space 43%, ‘allotments’ or growing space 69% and safe play areas 54%).

v’ the need for sustainable homes with low running costs (75%)

Discussions in early 2021 with the Holme Valley Land Charity identified the Chippings site on the edge
of Scholes village as a potential site for an EcoHolmes housing development. EcoHolmes and the Land
Charity then agreed a partnership to promote this Scholes site for affordable low-energy housing for local
people.

3. Scholes Consultation

Having considered the site and developed our preliminary ideas for
affordable housing on the Chippings site, in Spring 2021 EcoHolmes
sought to consult with the local Scholes area community. Engagement
events were set up and a flyer posted by Royal Mail to some 3,100

3.1.Initial Scholes Engagement June 2021

The first Scholes engagement took place on the Chippings site itself, over | oeuisore

11 hours spread over four days in mid-June 2021, from Thursday through | wechsps s
to Sunday. The concepts for an EcoHolmes scheme and design briefs
generated from the Zoom-sessions, were the focus for discussions. Over

40 people attended, and 22 written comments were collected.

The outcomes from this initial consultation were:

v Opinions were approximately 60/40% opposed to the scheme with 9 comments in favour, 13
against.

v" Al the written comments opposed to the scheme were from people living nearby on Chapelgate
and White Wells Gardens/Road. This was not completely unexpected given the anticipated
disruption of any nearby development on the doorstep of many of the attendees.

v Supporters of the scheme cited the need for good affordable housing in the village and the relative
low merit of the natural habitat on the site.

v Opposition comments principally referred to traffic issues, the loss of green space and habitat,
the site’s propensity to flood in the central area and the prospect of unruly tenants.

3.2. Scholes Consultations March 2022

With the decision to prepare a Planning Application made, further Scholes consultation events were then
planned for March 2022.

At the time of planning Covid measures were still in place and so two Zoom workshop sessions were
scheduled (9" and 10™ March) in addition to the consultation event to be held on 17" March at Scholes
Cricket Club, in case residents were still anxious about attending events in person.

Details of these events were posted out on a flyer using Royal Mail, to some 3,300 households in the
HD9 1 post code area centred on Scholes.

3.2.1. Zoom Sessions online

By the time these events were held Covid measures had been lifted and only 2 residents attended each
Zoom event. Those attending the Zoom session on the 9" °" March chose not to engage in discussion
with the EcoHolmes representatives. One resident of Hepworth and one resident of Scholes joined the
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Zoom session on the 10" °" March. The topics discussed included intergenerational communities, the
importance of cheap to heat housing, level access and communal spaces. One resident supported the
proposals, and the other did not.

3.2.2. Cricket Club Consultation Event

Seventy people attended the consultation ‘drop-in’ event
held at Scholes Cricket Club, close to the Chippings site.
Representatives from EcoHolmes, GWP Architecture,
1| the National CLT Network (Leeds Community Homes
| hub) and Connect Housing Association attended to
present the Chippings proposal, answer questions and
collect feedback. Information on the Community-led
housing movement in general and on EcoHolmes CLT in
particular was available and well as advice and
information on improving home energy efficiency.

Two sessions were held, afternoon and evening on a midweek day in March 2022. Full size presentation
boards were on display to show the attendees the current EcoHolmes proposals for the Chippings
housing scheme and to hear their feedback.

Written feedback on the Chippings site proposals was collected
from 30 people (29 feedback forms and 1 letter). The feedback form
had three sections and invited people to say what they liked about
the proposals; what they would change about them; and if they
have any further comments.

Of the 30 people who left written comments, 14
support the proposed development and three
appear ambivalent, identifying both positive
aspects and concerns. 12 people did not support it
and one person felt the feedback form did not allow
her to express her thoughts about the proposed
development.

Specific features of the proposals that were identified as positive included (12 people) and
the (9 people); that they were
(3 people) and 3 people commented that they . Two people thought it was

Example comments from those who welcomed the proposals:

It will do something to meet the unmet demand for affordable housing in the
Holme Valley. An exemplar project.’

We like the design, concept, affordability. Houses for local people, people working
locally - so needed.’

‘The fact it will be sustainable in the face of global warming.’

‘Houses built very sustainably. Affordable? - hope so. Look to be good quality.’
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The most frequently raised concern was the traffic and pedestrian safety because of the bend in the
road which limits visibility and the site’s proximity to a road junction, a school and a pre-school (mentioned
by 14 people).

Building on greenbelt and flooding and drainage issues were the second most mentioned concerns
with 6 people mentioning each.

Loss of wildlife and biodiversity was mentioned by 5 people.

Four people commented on tenant selection and eligibility criteria; and design features of the
proposal and management issues featured 3 times. Overhead high voltage cables; the loss of
community space; too many houses; and the weather were all mentioned once.

Example comments from those who raised issues:

m live very close by. | have no problem with the development, and it will be a gooh
use of a 'brownfield’ site. The only concern is the bend and road safety issues.

‘I support the proposal. My concerns are drainage and pedestrian safety.’

‘Premise is good. Appreciate need affordable social housing BUT this site is totally
unsafe + dangerous (we live right next door). Blind bend, fast traffic from/to
Hepworth, site floods regularly. Trees and wildlife loss. No pavements. Close to
school, pre-school + cricket club, streets blocked already with traffic.’

‘Do not agree with the development of this area or any greenbelt land. The
location is unsuitable for development - the corner is dangerous - the destruction
of trees and plants is unacceptable just for profit.’

\ ‘Extensive discussion needed to develop and agree eligibility criteria’. J

All the submitted comments from the Scholes consultation event March 17" feedback forms are attached
as Appendix 2

3.3.Scholes On-line Housing Survey

An on-line questionnaire was designed and published to seek input from as many local residents as
possible on issues previous engagement had identified as needing solutions. The questions asked were:

1. Who should rent the homes?
2. What should we do about the car traffic?
3. What should the houses look like from the local roads?
4. How can we enhance the green habitat alongside the new housing?
The questions and response options were derived from discussions during previous engagement activity.

An ‘other’ option was included so new ideas could be collected as well as gauging the level of support
for the potential solutions suggested in the response options. At the end of the questionnaire there was
an opportunity for respondents to add any further comments they wanted to make. The on-line
questionnaire was placed on the EcoHolmes website. Emails, Facebook posts and advertising were
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used to directed people to it, with a weblink for completing online The Scholes Online Housing
questionnaire and response summary is attached as Appendix 3.

The survey was open the 11" February to 4" April 2022 and 155 responses were received.

Two thirds of responses (66.4%) were received from people living in Scholes or a neighbouring village
(Question 1). In response to the key questions above:

1. Who should rent the homes?
Three questions were asked.
Question 2 asked what should count as a ‘local connection?’

‘Born here or have close family’, and ‘Lived here for 10 years’ were the two most frequently selected
responses with 55.5% and 54.2% of responses respectively. ‘Working in a permanent job in the Holme
Valley’ was 3" with 41.9% of responders selecting it.

Question 3 asked what do you think is ‘local’?’ and responses were fairly evenly split between (1) Scholes
and surrounding villages (52.3%) and (2) Holmfirth and the whole of the Holme Valley (48.4%).

Question 4 sought clarification on who, provided there was a local connection, would residents want to
rent the affordable housing? The two most frequently selected options were ‘Small family with children
who are unsuitably housed at the moment’ (52.9%) and ‘Young couples unable to rent locally’ (47.7%).
‘Older person(s) who live in a hard-to-manage house’ was third (38.1%) and joint fourth each selected by
20.6% of respondents were ‘Person(s) with serious disability/illness unable to live locally’ and ‘Vulnerable
persons without secure accommodation’.

Additional suggestions made in the comments sections of these questions included those already living
in Scholes who found themselves in housing need and those who were making a contribution to the
community. That young single people would probably not meet housing need eligibility criteria was noted
with regret and some respondents told their own stories of being in housing need.

2. What should we do about the car traffic?

Two questions addressed this issue.

Question 5 asked how the road corner and junction could be improved and all four options proved
popular. ‘Put a pedestrian pavement around the corner of Chapelgate and Dean Bridge Lane’ was the
most frequently selected option (40%); then ‘Move access for the Chippings site higher up Chapelgate’
(31.6%). ‘Get traffic calming measures introduced along the roads (signage, restricted 20mph limit, road

bumps) was third with 31% of responders selecting it and then ‘Improve visibility around the corner’
(30.3%).

Three other suggestions were made. These were to alter the road layout to go along Moor Bottom (White
Wells) from Dean Bridge Lane and make the junction from Chapelgate; put the entrance down the hill as
far as possible not up; and make it a one-way route. Some respondents felt no measures could make the
area safe.

Question 6 asked if alternatives to car use by residents should be encouraged.
A number of alternatives were given, and they are listed below in order of preference, by % of responses.

1. Retain a footpath for use by the public through the Chipping site (47.7%)
2. Promote bus usage to residents (31%)
3. Install cycling stores/racks (24.5%)
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4. Reduce the number of parking places in the scheme (currently required to be 2 per dwelling plus
3 for visitors (18.7%)

5. Introduce a car-pooling scheme on the site (15.5%)

6. Prioritise tenants who do not use a car (11.6%)
The difficulty of managing without a car in a semi-rural area such as Scholes was noted in the comments
section.

3. What should the houses look like from the local roads?

Question 7 asked about the houses and how they can fit into the local area. The most frequently selected
response was ‘Build them in local materials’ (61.9%) followed by ‘Build them in a traditional style’ (51%)
with ‘No building higher than 2 storeys’ (46.5%) coming in third and ‘Screen them with shrubs’ fourth
(26.5%).

Question 8 asked how they can be made to be exemplary compared to other new build developments
in the area? Respondents were asked to select their top two priorities. ‘Very energy efficient, so they are
comfortable and economical to heat’ (63.2%) and ‘Properties are well designed’ (39.4%) were the top
two priorities identified. ‘The homes are seen as part of the community’ and ‘Providing community and
shared space’ were selected by fewer respondents (34% and 21.9% respectively).

The need to avoid poor quality construction was noted in the comments section.

4. How can we enhance the green habitat alongside the new housing?
Four response options were given for Question 9 and all four proved popular. In descending order of
support, they are:

1. Landscaping scheme to encourage biodiversity, (60%)

2. Plant a variety of native trees, (57.4%)

3. Encourage planting in gardens and communal areas, (49%)

4. Put up bird boxes (45.8%)
That the best way to enhance the green habitat would be to leave the site undisturbed was noted in the
comments section.
3.4.Free text comments
Of the 155 respondents, just over half (79) took advantage of the media platform we provided, to make
other comments.

Twenty-six people (17%) made constructive comments about specific issues or made general statements
of support.
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Example free text comments:

/ ‘You could use a cascade system whereby the homes are first offered to \
people with a connection to Scholes, then, if there are still homes available,
you offer them to households from surrounding villages, then the Holme Valley,
then Kirklees. If there is genuine need and you have the right mix of homes,
you shouldn’t need to go much wider than Scholes itself.’

‘Design outdoor space to include food-growing areas.’

‘No other comment, | think it’s a great idea! And good for community and keep
\ them for local people’ J

Fifty-three people (34%) used the comment option to indicate that they did not support the scheme or
thought the site should not be built on.

Example free text comments:

KAs you will probably have seen | am totally against this for various reasons,\
dangerous road, loss of wild-life habitat, will these really be for local people
and how will that be managed. Not a good idea to mix young families with
older people.’

‘Don't build housing in this location - protect out greenbelt!’

‘The idea of sustainable and affordable housing is great, but the site is
completely unsuitable and inappropriate for housing development.’

3. Conclusions from the engagements
The feedback from all the engagement activity suggests the following:

Of the people turning up at events held to discuss EcoHolmes proposals for the Scholes Chippings, the
balance of support/opposition has shifted from slightly more opposing the development (13 against to 9
for) in June 2021, to slightly more supporting the proposals (14 for to 12 against) in March 2022.

Features of the proposals that people like are the affordability promise and that they are for local people.
That they are low energy and sustainable and are being built to a high standard.

The key concerns mentioned are traffic and pedestrian safety in the vicinity of the site, flooding and
drainage problems, loss of wildlife and biodiversity and building on Greenbelt.

Therefore, attention should be paid to the following in our scheme proposals and continuing community
engagement:

1. Moving the entrance away from the bend and existing road junction.

2. Doing whatever is possible to improve pedestrian safety on the bend.
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Mitigate flood risk and ensure drainage problems are not created elsewhere (Dean Bridge
Lane, White Wells Gardens and Wickleden Gate are mentioned specifically).

Enhancing the biodiversity of the site.
Working with residents to establish the eligibility criteria for tenancy.

Explaining ‘rural exception’ policy in relation to greenbelt development.

4. Site Amends

As the scheme has developed, comments provided by the consultation processes described above have
resulted in a number of changes to the proposals including;

Moving the site access (vehicles) to the west (1) with a 2m wide pedestrian footpath link for
the extent of the site boundary (2)

Protection to the various boundaries (2) including fencing and stone walling

Detailed specialist design of the drainage to manage fully any flood risk/drainage issues on
the site and connection to the existing drainage network (3)

Further existing tree retention where practical and significant replanting with native species,
etc. (4)

Retention of farm vehicle access to adjoining land to the south-east
Material pallet refinement to the elevations of the housing
Housing unit mix type proposals

Work closely with residents in the local area to help refine the local eligibility criteria for
housing tenancies (5)

Inform residents about a community’s right to seek the housing it wants, including the ‘rural
exception’ policy for building on green belt land — see our published FAQ’s (6)

5. On-going Engagement

Throughout the pre-planning stage, extensive efforts have been made to ensure local residents were
informed of our proposals and aware of the opportunities available to them to voice their opinions,
concerns and ideas.

Flyers were delivered door to door and left in local outlets and email communications, Facebook posts
and Facebook advertising were all used to publicise consultation events. The flyer advertising the March
2022 consultation events was distributed to 3,300 houses in Scholes and the surrounding villages by
Royal Mail postal service; it was sent to 300 email addresses and our Facebook posts and adverts
reached 28,164 accounts.

Engagement with the local Scholes community will continue and feedback will be accepted throughout
the planning process.

This is a perfect example of one comment I'd like to make - namely, that the survey in 2019 (ish?) was written in the
same way as this, i.e. no opportunity to say you thought the Chippings site should not be used. | have several issues:

Both estates mentioned
overleaf have flooded historically. If the Chippings site is developed, this will be catastrophic for all areas downhill -
