Only requesting work on 7 tree' on 16 Queens road included- 1x chestnut. 1 x beech. 4x sycamore, one removal with cavity. 
Two trees on clayton fields require work unknown type of tree SELF SEEDED. ( two trees in property no 15 Queens road, encroaching boundary of no 16 Queens road conifer x2 and one unknown tree prune branch grown to telecom cable) removal of 1 tree with cavity, unsafe, premission granted previously but never executed on no 16 queens road with boundary of no 17 queens road.
