
Subject: FW: Crown House precedent images
 

We have looked in detail at the submitted proposals and also had a meeting with the applicants
and their design team. We would ask that the following comments be considered as part of the
application process –
 

It is considered that the principle of purpose- built student accommodation and the
refurbishment of a vacant and visually unattractive building are positive aspects of the
proposals. The existing state of the building is poor and has a negative impact on the
surrounding area.

 
The materials proposed are noted as being contemporary and in general terms have been

carefully considered given the University’s adjacent 1st phase building and its material
palette. The street scene image submitted providing visual detail is helpful in this regard
and appreciated.

 



It is suggested that the applicants be requested to consider the aspect of connectivity
between Crown House and the University’s Queensgate Campus as this will be important.
We have provided the applicants with the connectivity statement submitted by the

University as part of the 1st phase reserved matters application.
 

The stair/lift shaft element of the building represents one of the most prominent areas of
the proposals and is currently considered to be overly simplistic in its architectural
treatment. It is suggested that the applicants be requested to consider whether more
interest and articulation could be introduced into this element of the building.
