Description of This application details proposed works to two buildings at the cricket club. The existing changing
Development room and existing tea room. The proposed work looks to create a new ladies changing room in the

existing changing block and a new Disabled toilet in the tea room which will also benefit the main
club house. In addition to these new facilities the tea room will look to undergo a refurbishment
which will include an extension/ upgrade to the existing terrace and a new decking area to the rear
of the building

All new spaces will be added onto the existing heating and power systems. The
building service controls such as lighting and gas boiler controls are user friendly,
efficient and up to date with time and temperature controls to each part of the
building.

The main buildings will be retained and refurbished rather than demolishing and
rebuilding. The new works/ extensions will utilize materials locally sourced to
reduce the need for transport, whilst selecting materials that have a long life and
require little maintenance.

Due to the size and scale of the project we have looked to insulate the floors, walls
and ceilings/ roof space etc. Windows will be double glazed to match existing and
all heating/ boilers will have zonal temperature controls. The extensions look to
maximize the south facing windows limiting all new north facing windows. All
windows will be operable to encourage natural ventilation

The site is not prone to flooding being slightly elevated and due to the size and
scale of the project, no extra measures than what is existing have been taken

The project will look to install Water-efficient toilets with dual flush to reduce water
usage and low-flow taps to reduce the amount of water used.
