Thank you for your recent correspondence relating to the above application.

Network Rail own, operate and develop Britain’s railway infrastructure. Our role is to deliver a safe and reliable railway. All consultations are assessed with the safety of the
operational railway in mind and responded to on this basis.

Following assessment of the details provided to support the above application, Network Rail is unable to agree to the discharge of condition 12 on the basis of the information
submitted at this stage. There is insufficient information supplied for us to adequately assess the impact of construction methodology on the operational railway. We would strongly
recommend that the developer liaise directly with our Asset Protection Team (assetprotectioneastern@networkrail.co.uk) as soon as possible to discuss and agree this issue.
Once this has taken place and agreement has been reached, we will be happy to review our position and revise our response as appropriate.
