Q1: What measures have been/will be taken to reduce the energy demand associated
with your proposed development beyond the minimum required in Building Regulations?
(See section 2)

The proposed generator housing will have no energy demands on a day-to-day
basis. The building will not require any heating or cooling systems and will be
naturally ventilated via louvers and louvered doors.

Q2: What measures have been/will be taken to limit the carbon consumed through the
implementation and construction processes, e.g. by reusing existing on-site materials or
sourcing materials locally? (See section 3)

There are no existing materials on the development site that can be reused but
efforts will be made to use materials from sustainable sources where possible. The
timber elements of the construction will be from sustainable sources, reducing the
carbon footprint of the building. Furthermore, the building has been designed to be
as small as possible to reduce the amount of materials that will be needed. Finally,
the construction methods will ensure that the building is long lasting and low in
maintenance.

Q3: What measures have been/will be taken to utilise renewable or low carbon energy
sources? (See section 4)
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This building will not have any day-to-day energy requirements.

The building will not require any mechanical heating or cooling and all ventilation
will be via passive, via louvers. All light fittings will be low energy fittings.

The development will be built in an existing area of hard standing flooring so there will
be no additional surface water generated. The site is not in a flood zone and given
that it sits within an existing hard-standing car park, there is limited opportunity to
provide any areas of additional vegetation etc. All existing planing and vegetation in
close proximity to the site will be unaffected and retained as existing.

Q6: What measures have been/will be taken to reduce water stress associated with your

The building will have no day-to-day water requirements so will not impact on water
supplies to the local area.
