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I have previously registered objections to this proposal and emailed to voice concerns
about the way the site is being operated as a holiday destination. 

Today, 1st June, the operators have posted a map of the site on the canal boat that forms
part of the development (see two photos attached). This map shows the intention to ignore
or reverse previous or current undertakings by the operators.

1. The cabin nearest the entrance to the site is clearly identified as rentable
accommodation. (see aplaceinthepennines.com). Thus the presence of a warden on the site
can be seen to have been abandoned, removing any protection for local residents from
antisocial behaviour on the site.

2. The map also shows a fire pit. This suggests the previous undertaking to ban fires on the
site is being ignored.

3. The present application identifies the blue canal boat as a temporary feature, but the map
strongly suggests an intention to retain the boat as part of the holiday complex.

A further area of concern arises from a statement on the development’s website. This states
that customers may arrive and depart during a much extended period of the day rather than
the more restricted hours previously agreed, increasing the potential of nuisance from
comings and goings.

I would be grateful if all of these concerns could be taken into consideration before the
Authority comes to any decision with respect to this application.
