Paragraph 111 of the Government's National Planning Policy Framework (2021)
effectively states that Development should be refused if there would be an
unacceptable impact on Highway Safety.

Paragraph 112 states that PRIORITY should be given to Pedestrian movements and
that Developments should MINIMISE the scope for conflicts between Pedestrians ,
Cyclists and Vehicles. Developments should also respond to LOCAL design standards

( e.g. Kirklees Highways Design Guides )

There are currently 9 houses on Bankfield Drive . Planning Application 2023/91212 is
for 16 houses and the Transport Assessment appended to it suggests that all of the
cars leaving this new development would travel down Bankfield Drive. This would
almost TRIPLE the number of cars approaching the existing dangerous 5-way junction
at the North End of Bankfield Drive where it has a gradient of 1 in 5 (20% ). Such cars
would have poor visibility of children walking up Smithy Lane ( only 4.7 metres wide
and without pavements ) since it is shielded by a low wall at this point .

Other local residents have confirmed the danger to pedestrians at this junction by
pointing out just the major damage caused by cars crashing into the nearby wall over
the last 15 years.

| therefore suggest that this Planning Application should be refused on the grounds of
Road Safety.
