The tree is located on land owned by Mr & Mrs at Leymoor Road close to my property. The tree is on the very edge of the Conservation area
as shown on the Kirkless webpage and sits on the boundary of Mr & Mrs land and mine.

Several large branches now overhang my covered drive and garden area and encroaching on my ability to utilise our garden.
After discussing the required work and options available to us with tree surgeon, Mr Jake Fielder of West Riding Tree & Hedge Care he

stated that the best course of action available would be to reduce the tree and not just remove the branches that overhang my property as this
may imbalance the tree. After discussing further with Mr & Mrs they would also agree with this course of the action as the tree is now growing
