4 Use of drilling rig

Daily visual inspection of all equipment to be undertaken with a weekly 
written inspection completed.  Any signs of damage which could hard the 
operator or 3rd partiers must be dealt with immediately or the equipment 
taken out of use until defect rectified.  Whipchecks to be fitted on 
compressed air hoses.  Hoses to be visually inspected daily before use. All 
rig movements will be completed under the direction of a trained and 
competent Banksman.  All guards and interlick to be fitted to rigs and 
must be in place before use. An exclusion zone to be implemented 
around front of rig with barriers before use when required to protect 3rd 
parties. Banksman must be in attendance at all times whilst the rig is in 
use and the drilling must stop if there is a risk of 3rd party contact.  Dust 
suppression to be used and operatives to wear FFP3 dust masks with a 
valid face fit test where there is a risk of inhalation of dust.  
Shrouding/barriers to be installed where there is a risk of ejected 
materials.  Isolation of compressed air / water supply before adding / 
removing drilling rods.  Where possible, drill rods should be added / 
removed by mechanical means. Where this is not possible, drill rods 
should be stored close to the work area to minimise the carrying 
distance. Hearing protection will be worn by all operatives within 5 
metres of drilling the rigs.  Position compressors away from work area.to 
ensure the exhaust fumes do not cause a risk to operatives or 3rd parties.  
Route air hoses so that they are not across gangways or in a position 
where they may be damaged. Hoses etc which cross walkways to be 
covered with ramps etc when required to protect from damage.  
Compressed air will not be directed at any persons (cleaning clothes / 
horseplay.)

Plan the site 
layout taking into consideration the prevailing wind direction and nearby 
properties to ensure disruption is kept to a minimum.  All plant and grout 
hoses shall be inspected before being use and all damaged equipment 
shall be taken out of use immediately. Hoses to be sheaved / protected in 
operating area from site vehicles and regularly inspected for damage.  
Adequate guarding of all moving parts on pump.  Any interlock switches 
must not be by-passed.  Machine operators should minimise dust by 
emptying contents into the mixer in a controlled manner.  Ensure the 
machine is completely isolated before cleaning or maintenance. Secure 
ladder access if one is used on site.  Keep dust to a minimum. Grouters to 
stand clear whilst loading shovel is emptied. Use mechanical means or 
team lifting to move grout hoses around site

Stop pumping immediately and release pressure inside the hose as much 
as possible.  Only trained, competent operatives to deal with blockages in 
hoses. The system must be treated as though it is pressurised until it has 
been confirmed otherwise.  Do not under any circumstance manually 
open or attempt to open the hose under pressure.  Must wear impact 
protected safety goggles or full face visor – safety glasses do not provide 
adequate protection from impact. Use gravity to empty as much of grout 
as possible from the hose.  Protect people against uncontrolled hoses and 
ejected grout with minimum 10metre exclusion zone; secure hose to 
prevent whipping.   Compressed air should only be used as a last resort 
when clearing blockages.

Manual handling operations to be kept to a minimum. All operatives to 
be trained in manual handling.  When mixing grout:  Stack cement in a 
suitable position to reduce the need for the mixer operator to fetch, 
carry, bend or stretch to lift cement bags. Bags should be between waist 
and chest height at all times, either stacked on pallets or when applicable 
left on telehandler so working height can be adjusted as necessary.  
Reduce the impact on individuals through team lifting - one person will 
take charge & coordinate the lift.

Reduce the risk of theft of plant and equipment by storing in a designated 
area.  Other control measures to be used where applicable i.e. removing 
one wheel or fitting wheel clamps, chaining plant equipment to a fixed 
object; removing batteries.  Fit control arm covers. All keys must be 
removed from plant and equipment where fitted, when not in use and 
left unattended. Hydraulic pressure to be relieved on control levers. 
Diesel bowsers must be locked.
