The ecological information submitted with the application is insufficient and does not provide 
clarification with regards to the developments impact on protected species and habitats. In addition to 
the above, information regarding biodiversity net gain has not been submitted with the application.  

A PEA has been submitted with the application, which is generally acceptable, however, the PEA 
recommends a number of additional surveys to determine the presence of protected species at the 
site.  

Overall, the ecological information submitted with the application is lacking, and prior to determination, 
the following information should be submitted in order for the development to come forward in line with 
national and local planning policies: 

 Further surveys are recommended to confirm the presence/likely absence of roosting bats from 
the site and identify the requirement for mitigation. 

 Further surveys are recommended to confirm the presence/likely absence of reptiles from the 
site and identify an approach to mitigation.  

 No information has been submitted with regards to how a biodiversity net gain is to be 
achieved at the site. The habitats on site will need to be accounted for in a biodiversity metric 
calculation and a 10% net gain achieved post-development (see section below on the 
Mitigation Hierarchy and Biodiversity Net Gain). This should be in accordance with Kirklees 
Biodiversity Net Gain Technical Advice Note. 

The above information will need to be submitted in a report (EcIA) suitable to determine the impacts of 
the proposals on protected species. 

The application should not be determined until the above information has been submitted and detail 
how a biodiversity net gain is to be achieved at the site.
