Thank you for your notification of 8 August 2024 seeking the further views of the Coal
Authority on the above.

The Coal Authority Response: Substantive Concern

The Coal Authority previously objected to this application in a letter dated 22" January
2024 as no Coal Mining Risk Assessment was submitted by the applicant to support the
application.

We note that this application is accompanied by a Coal Mining Risk Assessment report
prepared by the jnp group Consulting Engineers and dated October 2016; however, we do
not consider that this adequately addresses the impact of coal mining legacy on the
proposed development and we therefore maintain our objection to the proposal.

Whilst the Coal Authority notes the professional opinions expressed in the Coal Mining Risk
Assessment. We must highlight that the report refers to the proposed development for the
construction of a new first floor on the existing building and a new perimeter canopy. This
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clearly does not relate to the development currently proposed consisting of the erection of
an entirely new structure.

In light of the above and in accordance with the agreed risk-based approach to
development management in the defined Development High Risk Areas, the applicant
should be informed that they need to submit a Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report to
support the current planning application proposal. This assessment should be prepared by
a suitably qualified person. Without such a risk assessment, the Coal Authority does not
consider that the LPA has sufficient information to determine this planning application.

The Coal Authority would be very pleased to receive for further consultation and comment
any additional information submitted by the applicant.
