The size of the new proposed building far exceeds the previous capacity therefore the
increase of noise from people, trains & constant whistle blowing past 22:10 on a night,
traffic from additional cars, pollution from additional cars and additional toxic carbon
coal being burnt which is not smoke free required to run additional trains.

New building is not sympathetic to the original station therefore the design and
appearance is not in line with existing station construction and design.

Significant impact on highway safety and traffic with the increased capacity therefore
we already see gridlock caused by the changeover times and on special event days
the impact on Park Mill Way and Wakefield Road.

Previous planning and this planning application notice not being displayed at the
junction of Park Mill Way and Wakefield Road junction as this has a significant impact
at that location

The effect on living conditions caused by increase visitor numbers and operational
hours with train whistle being blown as late as 22:10 mid-week and weekend is not
acceptable triggering multiple noise complaints and pollution complaints.

The effect on neighbouring properties due to the additional traffic, noise and pollution
from toxic carbon burning coal creating large amounts of smoke when clearly Whistle-
stop are not using smokeless coal as per restrictions

council and Kirklees Light Railway Company LTD however this company ceased to
exist 14/09/2021 therefore there is no valid order to operate any trains from this
location for Whistlestop Valley
