Overview

An interim decision letter was issued on the 31.10.2023 with the following
position:

Discharged: 11, 14, 15, 20

Not Discharged: 12

A period of 4 weeks was given for further details to be provided pursuant to
condition 12. These details have been provided, with the following assessment
relating to condition 12 only.

Assessment

Condition 12 (landscape strategy)

12. Notwithstanding the submitted plans, prior to works associated with
the provision of hard and/or soft landscaping commencing, a
landscaping strategy shall be submitted to, and approved in writing by,
the Local Planning Authority. The landscaping strategy shall include an
assessment of the feasibility of re-locating the trees identified to be lost
via the development. If identified as unfeasible, the strategy shall include
details of re-planting of tree proportional to the number of trees to be
lost. The approved landscaping plan shall be implemented prior to the
hereby approved development being brought into use. All planted
materials shall thereafter be maintained for five years, and any trees or
plants removed, dying, being damaged or becoming diseased within that
period shall be replaced in the next planting season with others of similar
size and species to those originally required to be planted unless the
council gives written consent to any variation.

Reason: In the interests of preserving the local ecological value, the
visual amenity and character of the surrounding area and to accord with
Policies LP24, LP30 and LP63 of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapter
12 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

The following is the previous assessment:



The submitted technical details have been reviewed and accepted by
K.C. Landscape. However, the condition required the following in
addition to typical landscaping specifications:

The landscaping strategy shall include an assessment of the
feasibility of re-locating the trees identified to be lost via the
development. If identified as unfeasible, the strategy shall include
details of re-planting of tree proportional to the number of trees to
be lost.

No such assessment has been undertaken, nor re-planting mitigation
proposed. Therefore, officers are unable to recommend the approval of
the submitted details.

Discussions on the outstanding details have been held and an agreeable
solution agreed in principle. However, no further submission has been
received. Officers propose a period of four weeks following the issue of
the initial decision letter for further details to be provided, after which a
new Discharge of Conditions application would be required.

Since the previous assessment the applicant has provided further details to
address the above. In brief, it is stated to be infeasible to retain the 21 identified
existing trees. This was due to their size and already being well established. It
would be cost prohibitive and their taking to new ground highly unlikely to be
successful. Officers concur based on the details provided.

In mitigation 450 whip trees, consisting of rowan, birch, dogwood, hazel and
hawthorn (circa 90 of each) have been planted near to the application site
(within the greater Huddersfield Royal Infirmary grounds), due to inadequate
room within the applicant site. A management and maintenance strategy for the
new trees, extended for a minimum of five years, has been provided. While
whips are much smaller, and more likely to fail, the number proposed is
considered reasonably proportionate to the number of mature trees to be lost.

The submitted details are considered to overcome the previous concerns.
These, plus the previously accepted general landscaping arrangements, are
considered acceptable. However, the condition has an ongoing requirement
which prevents full discharge at this time; a note to this effect may be placed
on the decision notice.

Recommendation: Approve details.
