Advertisement Consent for erection of pair of LED illuminated 48-sheet advertisement 
displays

Comments 
We have reviewed application 2023/91624 for the erection of two 48-sheet digital 
advertisement displays and make the following comments and recommendations which are 
within the remit of Environmental Health, limited to residential amenity. 
According to our mapping the proposed sign is visible from residential properties, circa 60m 
NW, where excessive light, glare and change in contrast after curfew hours could give rise to 
loss of amenity.  
The Planning Letter ref PCT/T4799-9145/PLAN, dated the 30th of May 2023, gives the 
dimensions of the static illuminated signs as 6.0m by 3.0m, giving a surface area of above 
10m2, the luminance level of the static sign during darkness hours is given as 300cd/m2. This 
would meet the maximum level set in The Institute of Lighting Professionals PLG05 
document, Table 4: maximum permitted recommended luminance for a zone 3 location. 
Whilst we acknowledge the above no information has been given regarding the hours of 
operation of the signage proposed. We generally accept the information provided however 
recommend the following condition, which includes limited hours of operation. 
 
Recommended Conditions 
 
LC3a   Illuminated Advertisements - Condition 
The illuminated advertisement herby permitted shall: 

 be installed and maintained thereafter in accordance with the approved plans 
 be switched off between the times of 23:00 to 06:00 
 have a luminance not exceeding 300cd/m2  at any part of the illuminated area during 

darkness hours.  
 have illumination that is not flashing and not contain moving images 
 have an image that changes no more frequently that once every 10 seconds 
 have the illumination turned off if the system becomes faulty or any of the above 

requirements are not being met.  
Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of nearby properties and promote 
sustainable development in accordance with Policy LP52 of the Kirklees Local Plan and 
Chapters 2 and 15 of the NPPF.  
 
LC3F Illuminated Advertisements – Footnote  
LED display screens should meet the requirements of the current Institution of Lighting 
Professionals guidance “PLG05 The Brightness of Illuminated Advertisements”  
 
We remind the applicant that Kirklees Council has powers under Section 80 of the 
Environmental Protection Act 1990 to prevent statutory nuisance including noise, dust, smoke 
and artificial light and must serve an abatement notice when it is satisfied that a statutory 



 

 

 

 

nuisance exists or is likely to occur or recur.  Failure to comply with a notice served using the 
above-mentioned legislation would be an offence for which the maximum fine on summary 
conviction is unlimited.
