Assessment  
 
Condition 3 (materials) 
 

3. No above ground building works shall take place until samples 
(manufacturing details) of all external cladding and roofing materials 
have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning 
Authority. The development shall then be constructed from the approved 
materials.  
Reason: To ensure good design and in the interests of visual amenity. 

 
The original outline application approved the erection of several commercial 
buildings on the site. The subsequent reserved matters applications were 
submitted as separate parcels, each relating to one or two buildings. Each 
reserved matter application has a similar condition relating to materials for the 
respective building.  
 
The applicant has provided a material schedule and confirmed that the 
proposed materials are the same as those used to build two existing units on 
site (those approved via reserved matters application 2021/91932). Officers 
have inspected the materials on site, as used on the two buildings, and consider 
them to be acceptable.  
 
Notwithstanding the above, it should be noted that application 2021/91932 
included a condition for material samples to be approved. The applicant has 
built the buildings without discharging the condition. Therefore, the materials 
viewed on site have not been approved separately. During this application, 
officers made the applicant aware of this, and a DOC (ref. 2023/91865) has 
been submitted the normalise the breach in planning control, although this 
application has not been determined at the time of this assessment.   
 
While this situation is noted, it does not invalidate officers’ assessment of this 
application or officers’ conclusion that the details provided, and the materials 
viewed on site, are acceptable.
