Reason: To ensure good design and in the interests of visual amenity

This application seeks to normalise a breach in planning control. The buildings
in question have been built prior to the condition being discharged, and are
substantially complete.

Notwithstanding this breach, the present situation allows officers to view the
materials (fully implemented) as part of a detailed assessment.
