A bat survey report has been submitted with the application, which is welcomed.  
 
The survey concluded that the building has low potential to support roosting bats and bat numbers 
locally are low. The potential roost features are limited to mainly under roof tiles and therefore, the roof 
tiles should be removed by hand.  
 
Overall, I have no objection to this application and concur with the recommendations in the bat survey 
report, that a soft strip of the roofing tiles should be undertaken, and the proposed new dwellings 
should include a bird box, integrated into the design of the building.  
 
Suggested Conditions: 

1. Prior to the commencement of the development, a plan detailing the positioning, location and 
specification of one house sparrow (Schwegler 1SP sparrow terrace, or similar) shall be 
submitted to and approved in writing to the local authority. The boxes shall be installed and 
retained as detailed in the approved plans.  
 
Reason: to provide an enhancement to biodiversity in line with LP30 and the requirements of 
section 15 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
