We have attached an arboricultural report that was submitted as part of an earlier (now approved) application, Ref: 2022/92998 with regards 
to a subsidence problem caused by trees. This report details further mitigation works that we are obliged to carry out in relation to the 
subsidence, to prevent future risk. 


This application is in relation to trees detailed in section 6.2 of this report (Future Risk Recommendations).

We are seeking permission as per the following & as detailed within the arb report.


The following trees are on third party land, adjacent to Somborne House. (this land also contains the trees being removed under 2022/92998)

T6 - Crown reduce overall canopy by 30% (max) to achieve a crown volume reduction in line with BRE IP7/06. Maintain at reduced 
dimensions by re-pruning back to points of previous reduction on a 3 year cycle.

TG1 - Maintain at broadly current dimensions by way of regular pruning

TG3 - Maintain at, or below current dimensions by way of regular pruning

W1 - Maintain those trees within recognised influencing distance of the property (based on species size and proximity) at broadly current 
dimensions by way of regular pruning. Any pruning undertaken should be in accordance with BRE IP7/06 and repeated on a 3 year cycle 
(max) basis to be deemed effective.


Please note that a Kirklees Tree Officer has visited this site previously to assess application ref: 2022/92998, but a further site visit may be 
sensible.


Please also note that T1 and T4 are under the ownership of the applicant and will have a separate application prepared.
