Hi Richard, 

I’ve provided some comments below for KC Landscapes in response to the aftached consultee comment to clarify a 
few things as a number of their requests are covered within the submission and I’ve aftached addifional documents 
to cover anything missing from the submission.  

Comment 1 - The proposed site layout plan includes open space in the key, but unfortunately the shading includes 
front gardens, and it does not idenfify the locafion of public open spaces or managed areas

See aftached master conveyance plan which indicates areas to be transferred to a management company. 

Comment 2 – tree pit details. 

See aftached tree pit detail.

Comment 3 – Unfortunately, there are 2 less trees on the current revision, so this is NOT the same on this revised 
landscape drawing R/2470/1L for DoC. Alternafive suitable locafions would be considered.

There’s a slight issue here, Condifion 17 refers to Rev J of the landscape masterplan, but the approved plans 
schedule lists Rev K – the trees the landscape officer is referring to were removed between these revisions so the 
number of trees we are showing on the landscape masterplan is consistent with the approved landscaping plan Rev 
K. 

Comment 4 – The Ecological Design Strategy from Futures Ecology does not provide the details of management.  It is 
not clear who is responsible for the on-site POS maintenance and plans do not show the extent of such areas. 

See aftached master conveyance plan which indicates areas to be transferred to a management company, this will 
be their responsibility. 

Comment 5 - The Ecological Design Strategy from Futures Ecology does not provide the details of any 
implementafion or management and maintenance of the ornamental planfing included on the approved Landscape 
plan.

Implementafion/planfing details for all proposed landscaping (including ornamental planfing i.e. shrubs) are 
provided underneath the planfing schedules within the landscape details drawing. Is it just management and 
maintenance of ornamental planfing required? 

Comment 6 – There is no LEMP submifted and the Ecological Design Strategy from Futures Ecology does not provide 
the details of any implementafion or management and maintenance of the ornamental planfing for the open space 
included on the approved Landscape plan.  For the aftercare maintenance to provide any meaningful benefit to the 
establishment of the open space landscaping scheme, it needs to be amended so that the areas are included and the 
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period for maintenance and management of the ornamental shrub planfing, to the site entrance (which is key) is for 
five years after the inifial implementafion.

Planfing within public open space comprises only scrub mix / nafive hedgerow / meadow grass / species rich grass. 
Table 4 of the EDS provides details of maintenance and management for each of these elements so I’m unlcear what 
further informafion is required?

If you can please forward this onto the landscape officer, if they can contact me directly to discuss the above if 
anything further is required.
