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I am writing to object against the planning application no: 2023/92142.

The applicant has applied for the erection of a front dormer, first floor and ground floor
rear extensions and raised balcony on a bungalow. There are currently two small
dormer windows to the front of the property and one small dormer window at the rear
of the property. These would disappear along with the back sloping roof to create the
rear extension and raised balcony which is inconsistent with other properties on the
street. The single storey bungalow would effectively become a two-storey property, as
both the front and rear dormer windows are being extended to run along the width of
the total roof space. The applicant has not considered the negative impact of this on
neighbouring properties which are single storey bungalows and these extensions will
dominate and detract from the original dwelling.

The proposed development would represent an alien built form in this locality, would
fail to make a positive contribution to the character of the area and would undermine
the urban grain and rhythm of properties in the area.

The erection of a front dormer, rear extension and balcony will have a material
negative effect on our privacy, light and outlook. The proposed substantial changes at
the rear of the property of a higher level additional floor, which doesn’t currently exist,
would mean that the applicant will be unacceptably overlooking down into our dining
room and back garden, creating a nuisance by invading our privacy which we have
enjoyed in our property for the past 20 years. 

The large rear extension will adversely affect the amount of natural light we presently
enjoy, as there will be unreasonable overshadowing down the side of our house,
including into our living room and dining room.

The large rear extension will significantly change the outlook we presently enjoy from
our windows and back garden, with the loss of our present view being blocked by a
large extension. The rear extension also shows a canopy over the balcony which has
ceiling spotlights running along the length which will shine down into our property,
again creating a nuisance.

The erection of a front dormer will likewise mean the loss of the outlook from our living
room, as the proposed dormer is considerably larger in size than the current dormer
windows.

The front extension is highly prominent in the street scene and will erode the character
of the area, as well as ruin the aesthetic view of the area. Furthermore, the side of the
rear extension will be visible from the street, as it is significantly larger than the current
sloping roof. Both the front and rear extensions will make the building appear top-
heavy, cluttered and asymmetrical, significantly affecting the character and proportions
of the building in relation to the rest of the street scene.

The proposed changes of the development will not only have a damaging effect on the
quality of life we currently enjoy and have enjoyed for the past 20 years, but will also
have a negative impact on the character and charisma of the neighbourhood. I
therefore urge you to consider the points above and to refuse this planning application.
