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ABSTRACT

This historic building record concerns the Tea Rooms, a platform building within the Grade | listed
Huddersfield Railway Station. The building dates from the 1880s, when the station saw its first major
redevelopment; it is now scheduled for dismantling and reconstruction as part of a second large-scale

expansion.

While the building’s timber structure and cladding survive largely unchanged, the interior has seen a
considerable amount of reordering — a notable exception being a café buffet counter, installed around

1902, which has provided refreshments for travellers ever since.

As required by the conditions of listed building consent for the station works, and an approved Written

Scheme of Investigation, the record has been carried out to Level 2 as described by Historic England.
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INTRODUCTION
1.1 Project background

As part of its role within the Trans-Pennine Route Upgrade (TRU) Alliance, Arup has been
commissioned by Network Rail to prepare a historic building record report for the Tea Rooms, a
timber platform building at Huddersfield Station which is covered under the station’s Grade |

designation.

Listed building consent (LBC) has been granted, under reference 2021/91382, for a major project to

extend and upgrade the buildings and platforms at Huddersfield. As part of this consent the Tea

Rooms will be dismantled, stored off-site and reconstructed on a reconfigured island platform.

Condition 3 of the LBC includes the following requirement:

“No works of demolition shall take place until an approved methodology for full structure
recording has been approved in writing with the local planning authority. Subsequent
recording to the appropriate level (as recommended by Historic England) will take place
prior to demolition and be deposited with the West Yorkshire Archive Service and West
Yorkshire Historic Environment Record in accordance with the timescales agreed in the
approved methodology. The following structures are the subject of this condition: ... ii)

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1.2 This document

In response to Condition 3, this document presents an objective documentary record of the form,
materials and other characteristics of the Tea Rooms building as it stands today. It has been

produced in accordance with the Written Scheme of Investigation (WSI) included in Appendix E.
It should be read alongside the drawings listed in Table 1, which are included within Appendix C.

The record will be deposited into the digital archive of the West Yorkshire Historic Environment
Record (HER), West Yorkshire Archive Service and Archaeology Data Service (ADS). Details of the
project will be submitted to the Online Access to Index of Archaeological Investigations (OASIS)

project.

METHODOLOGY

21 In general

As required by Condition 3 of the LBC, this record has been prepared in accordance with Level 2 as
described in Understanding Historic Buildings: A guide to good recording practice (2016) by Historic

England. Level 2 is listed as a ‘descriptive record’ which includes the following information.

“Both the exterior and interior of the building will be seen, described and photographed.
The examination of the building will produce an analysis of its development and use and
the record will include the conclusions reached, but it will not discuss in detail the evidence
on which this analysis is based. A plan and sometimes other drawings may be made but
the drawn record will normally not be comprehensive and may be tailored to the scope of a

wider project.
A Level 2 record will typically consist of: drawn record; photography; written record.”

Historic England suggests a range of items for the drawn, photographed and written aspects of a
Level 2 record, allowing the documentation to be tailored to the scale and nature of the building. For
the Tea Rooms this consists of the items described in Table 2, which align with requirements
defined in the WSI.

2.2 Site inspections

The building has been inspected visually by the authors during site visits in October 2019, March
2020, November 2021 and August 2022. Detailed dimensions of certain key elements were taken
during a trial dismantling exercise in December 2019. Written descriptions of the building form,
materials and components were captured on pro-forma record documents on site during the

November 2021 and August 2022 inspections.

Site observations made from platform and internal floor level, supplemented by photographs and a

point-cloud survey, have been cross referenced with the archive drawings.

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2.3 Documentary research
2.3.1 In general

Various documents have been consulted in the preparation of this work. A set of key documents are

described in the following sections; a longer list of reference texts is given in chapter 7.

The Tea Rooms building does not feature prominently in texts regarding Huddersfield Station as a

whole, and indeed similar small-scale passenger buildings would benefit from more research.

2.3.2 Huddersfield Station: Statement of Significance (Atkins, 2018)

The Tea Rooms form part of Huddersfield Station and have been considered within this
comprehensive assessment of the wider building’s heritage significance. This document formed a
baseline for the understanding of the station upon which a design response was developed. The
historical background included within the document includes information on the construction of the
Trans-Pennine line to Huddersfield, the design and evolution of the station buildings, and a

comparative assessment of the station with respect to other buildings and stations on the network.

Information contained within the Statement of Significance has been used throughout this record

report. Where direct quotations have been taken they have been credited as such.

2.3.3 Huddersfield Station: Methodology for dismantling, storing and reconstructing the
Tea Rooms (Arup, 2023)

The most important document related to this record report is the Methodology for dismantling,
storing and reconstructing the Tea Rooms, prepared by Arup on behalf of the TRU Alliance and
submitted to Kirklees Council as part of the Phase 1 Conservation Implementation Management
Plan (CIMP) for the Station on 2 June 2023. This summarises the building’s arrangement, historical
development, significance and present condition, and presents a detailed guide to how the works to
the Tea Rooms will be carried out. As a key part of Condition 5 of the LBC, it has been absorbed

into the consented works for the station project as a whole.

Various items including written records, analysis of archival material and morphological plans have

been extracted from the Methodology for use in this record.

2.3.4  Archive drawings

The archival drawings held by Network Rail’'s National Records Group (NRG) archive have been
particularly helpful for examining the evolution of the building over time. Various items have been

included within Appendix A.

GENERAL DETAILS

3.1 Site location

Huddersfield Station is located in West Yorkshire, England, to the east of the A62 Castlegate ring

road. The station is orientated with the tracks running north-north-east to south-south-west.

The station is approached from the east through St. George’s Square. To the west of the station is a
former goods yard, today a car park accessed from Fitzwilliam Street. To the north, the railway lines
run towards Leeds over Huddersfield Viaduct. To the south, the railway lines to Manchester enter a

tunnel, the portals for which are beneath Westgate.

The National Grid Reference (NGR) for Huddersfield Station in included in Table 3. The NGR for the
Tea Rooms specifically is approximately SE 14342 16961.

3.2 Statutory designation
The Tea Rooms are not separately listed. They are included on the National Heritage List for

England as part of the Grade | entry for Huddersfield Station (item 1277385).

The full list entry is included in Table 3. Only one line describes the Tea Rooms: this has been
highlighted in bold blue text.

1846-50. Architect JP Pritchett of York. Sandstone ashlar. Pitched tile roof. Two-storey central
block with one-storey wings. Central block has 11 bays, articulated by giant Composite pilastrade
on high plinth, with full dentilled and modillioned entablature. Central five bays have free-standing
pedimented portico, two bays deep, with clock in tympanum. Inside portico, central three bays
break forward for one bay. Podium of five steps. Central double doors with six moulded panels.
End elevations are three bays deep and take pediments. Wings have nine bays each, fronted by
open Composite colonnades, on three-step podia and less high plinths: full entablature. Third bay
on north side has doorway with moulded surround and cast iron gates of plain but elegant
geometrical design.

Terminal blocks of five bays each, breaking forward one bay in front of colonnade, astylar but
continuing the entablature of colonnade. Central three bays have free-standing portico, one bay
deep, with no pediment but a solid panelled parapet in front and balustrades at sides. Elaborate
scrolled consoles flank balustrades and two are placed above parapet flanking armorial badges
inscribed "Huddersfield and Manchester Railway and Canal Company", at north end, and
"Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company," at south end. South block is continued south by
four more bays of wall with same entablature: first bay has double doors with moulded surround,
next three have plain blind panels.

Detached block north of north terminal block 11 bays, first three have plain blind panels and full
entablature, next five break back and have attic storey, last three also have attic and break back
still further, and ground floor of these last eight is masked by a rock-faced stone lean-to.

Platform elevation has, from north to south, as follows: one door with six moulded panels and
fanlight, one sash with sunk and panelled apron, one door with fanlight, one sash with sunk and
panelled apron, one door with four moulded panels and fanlight, one door with six moulded panels
and fanlight, two sashes with sunk and panelled aprons, one door with six moulded panels and
fanlight, one sash with sunk and panelled apron, two open passageways, one door with six
moulded panels and fanlight, two sashes with sunk and panelled aprons, one door with eight
moulded panels and fanlight, three pairs of panelled doors in pilastered wooden frames with
fanlights and side lights, two sashes with sunk and panelled aprons, two blocked doors with

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fanlights, one sash with sunk and panelled apron, one door with six moulded panels and fanlight,
three sashes with sunk and panelled aprons, one modern door with fanlight, one sash with sunk
and panelled apron, one door with six moulded panels and apron, one canted wooden bay with
pilasters and full entablature, one sash with sunk and panelled apron, one door with six moulded
panels and fanlight, one sash with sunk and panelled apron, one open passageway and one
modern door. All windows are sashes with glazing bars, in plain surrounds on platform side, in
moulded surrounds on street side; those to central block have cornices on ground floor, and
pediments on first floor.

Parcels office has two and Booking Office one fluted cast iron Tuscan columns supporting ceiling.

Tiled Art Deco ticket kiosk with bronze mullions and case racks.

Platforms are covered by one very wide and one other worught iron trusses with elaborate bosses
at intersection of bracing members. Original supports have been replaced or reinforced, except for
two on platform 4 which are columns with elaborately moulded bases and colectic capitals. Buffet
and Waiting Room between platforms 4 and 8 is a separate match-boarded structure with
panelled pilasters, each taking paired brackets and cornice. Steps down to underpass
between platforms 4 and 8 have wooden handrails and cast iron balustrade with turned newels,
both around stair well and dorm centre of steps. Massive stone paving slabs in underpass, and

patent wooden non-slip steps down.

History: The grandeur of the station is the result of its being built at the joint expense of the
Huddersfield and Manchester Railway and Canal Company (absorbed by the LNWR in July 1847)
and the Manchester and Leeds Railway. The former built the line, and planned to extend it to
Leeds via Dewsbury. The latter, having failed to win this concession, needed running rights to
connect their main line at Cooper Bridge with their subsidiary from Springwood Junction to
Sheffield.

The foundation stone was laid by Josh Fitzwilliam, the Lord Lieutenant, on 9 October 1846, when
a public holiday was declared and church bells were rung from dawn till dusk. It was partly opened
for the commencement of services in August 1847, but not completed until October 1850. It had
only one platform until October 1886, when the roof over the tracks, which had been begun in
1878, but had collapsed in course of construction in August 1885 (killing 4 men), was finally
completed. The central part housed elaborate refreshment rooms which functioned until at least
1883.

3.3 Primary record number

The Primary Record Number (PRN) reference for the Tea Rooms recorded in the West Yorkshire

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5. THE TEA ROOMS
5.1 Historical background

Huddersfield Station was built on an open land called George Close to the north-east of Market

Place, which later developed into St. George’ Square.

As noted in the list entry, the original station development was formed by two railway companies: the
Huddersfield & Manchester Railway (absorbed into the London & North Western Railway in 1847)
and the Manchester & Leeds Railway (renamed the Lancashire & Yorkshire Railway in 1847). The
station was jointly owned and operated by LNWR and LYR from 1849 until 1922, when they were
brought into the London, Midland and Scottish railway. In 1948 the LMS was nationalised and
subsumed within British Railways. Privatisation in the 1980s saw the station management pass to a
series of train operating companies; as of May 2023 it is controlled by TransPennine Trains, trading

as TransPennine Express.

In Pritchett’s original design, completed in 1848, the central block of the frontage building (known for
this project as the ‘Principal Building’, shown on Figure 3) contained refreshment rooms. The
symmetrical end pavilions served as ticket offices for the two original railway companies. The
original layout, as illustrated on Figure 4, consisted of a single platform: a scissors crossing enabled
trains in either direction to arrive at the platform, while carriage sidings parallel with the running

roads were connected to them by a series of turntables.

Over the following decades increasing railway traffic, larger locomotives and longer carriages meant
that significant pressure was placed on this arrangement. A plan from 1878 (Figure 5) shows a
proposed enlarged station with an island platform and waiting room building. In 1881 the decision
was taken to approve this change, and by 1886 the works were complete (Figure 6). The island
platform, connected to the main building via a subway, allowed an additional two through-platforms,
along with three bays for local and terminating services — essentially the arrangement as it exists
today. Two new parallel roofs covered the central area of the station: each was formed from a series
of wrought iron pitched trusses supported on longitudinal beams and columns, originally with a

lantern along both ridges.

The waiting room building (now the Tea Rooms) was constructed around the time of the station
enlargement. The structure survives largely intact from this time, although the interior has been

extensively remodelled.

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5.2 Description

5.2.1 Layout

The Tea Rooms is a painted timber-framed and timber-boarded building, rectangular on plan,

approximately 27.25 metres long, 6 metres wide and 4.2 metres tall.

As noted in section 5.3, the building was originally divided roughly symmetrically, with a central area
of WCs. Today the arrangement is more irregular, with the larger spaces of the café and waiting
room to the northern end and various smaller rooms, mostly toilets, to the south. Original chimneys

and some partitions remain in place.

5.2.2 Exterior

The building is of Classical design. The external elevations feature a plinth base and an entablature
interrupted by paired cast-iron console brackets at the cornicing/roof line. The elevations are divided

vertically into twelve bays by a series of repeating pilaster modules. Each bay contains either a door

(with pivoting window above) or sash window.

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5.2.3 Roof

The building features a shallow hipped pitched roof with a central glazed skylight, which is thought to
be non-original. The roof structure and covering have not been accessible to date, due to access

constraints on site and the lack of an asbestos survey for the roof void.

5.2.4  Interior

Internally the building has been significantly altered over time with the introduction of modern
partitioning, doors, floor finishes, etc. Aspects of the original layout, including various original

components, may still be observed.

One important change was the introduction, around 1902, of a buffet counter at the north end of the

building.

53 Historical evolution
5.3.1  Background

Although the original building is largely intact today, various elements have been modified over time.

Work to the exterior elevations appears to have generally been carried out sympathetically,
respecting the modular design and materials of the Victorian construction. Some internal changes
have been more pragmatic in nature, leaving many interior spaces with relatively low-quality fittings

and finishes.

The principal changes over time have been assessed using a sequence of drawings from the

Network Rail archives. These are presented in the following sections.

Important note: It is not always known when (or, in some cases, if) the changes which appear on the
archive drawings took place. Where design drawings exist, it has been presumed that alteration
works took place around the date noted on the drawing. This is unlikely to be strictly accurate, so

specific dates should be considered as approximate.

During the platform enlargement, waiting rooms were built on the new island platform located
between the existing platforms 4 and 8. The date of design and construction are not known:
although the enlargement of Huddersfield Station was agreed in 1881 and completed in 1886,
drawings such as a plan dated 1878 (Figure 5) indicate that the basic layout (and, presumably,
operational requirements) had been largely worked out earlier. The date ‘c.1880’ has been used

here to account for that uncertainty.

The building was originally constructed with four waiting rooms: gentlemen'’s first class, ladies’ first &
second class, ladies’ third class and a general waiting room. Toilets in the central part of the building

served the two ladies’ rooms.

Between c¢.1884 and 1889 the most significant change was conversion of the general waiting room
to a booking office and a passageway occupied by a lift. The door and window at the south end of

the east elevation were swapped. The two windows on the south elevation were replaced with ticket

counter windows with gratings.

The principal change during this period was the construction of the buffet counter at the north end,
converting the former gentlemen’s first class waiting room into a ‘refreshment room’. A beer cellar
was excavated externally to the north, accessed from the platform via a staircase and from the café
via a trapdoor and ladder in the north-west corner.

The ladies’ waiting rooms were consolidated into a single room, formerly the first & second class

room. The ladies’ third class waiting room was converted into general waiting room.

Works around 1956 include the conversion of the booking office into an inspectors’ room and the
general waiting room into a porters’ room. Prior to this, the two central rooms with ladies’ WC

cubicles were connected together.

The 1978 plan shows the inspectors’ room subdivided to create a supervisors’ office, mess area and
storage. The lift passage was infilled to create a signing-on room and post office store. The ladies’
toilets were partially replaced with a cleaners’ store.

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The main alterations since 1978 include:

e new openings through the wall either side of the chimney breast in the café;

¢ installation of a partition wall with sliding door between the café and waiting room;
¢ subdivision of mess room to create male and female toilets;

¢ rearrangement of southern end to create accessible WC and baby change room;

e erection of coffee booth against the south elevation (orientation) towards staircase.

Other non-original features exist which cannot be dated based on the archival information. These
include various modern signs, posters (with supporting battens) and other elements attached to the

exterior of the building.

The original ¢.1902 design of the buffet area featured:

e a counter with sink and basin, a set of drawers within and cash drawer on the top, a shelf with
beer engine underneath and another shelf with bin area;

e aplinth, a front elevation divided by pilasters and moulded panels, and a Sicilian marble top;

e arange of cupboards on the rear wall with a counter the same height as the front bar, sliding
doors and a white Sicilian marble top;

e timber screens running perpendicular to the counter, featuring small inset panes of Muranese
glass, infill panels of diagonal boarding, plinth below and moulded dentilled coving above;

e wrought-iron rods connecting both side screens to the perimeter external wall.

Today the screen survives largely intact. Changes include:

e larger modern inset glazing panes within the side screens;

e the loss of an entrance door on the left-hand screen;

¢ amendments to an original storage cupboard to the rear right of the servery area, with a door
opening into the café rather than the servery;

¢ laminated MDF in place of marble on the front counter;

e modern doors on the rear counter cupboards;

e modern ceramic wall tiles and a modern stainless steel kitchen extractor;

o various modern appliances for the preparation of food, with service conduits as required;

e modern vinyl flooring;

e services penetrating the left-hand side screen at low level;

e plastic sheeting covering the plinth of the front elevation, fixed directly into the historic timber
with screws.
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54 Comparative assessment

The construction of island platforms to increase station capacity was common during the later
nineteenth century, and the inclusion of new platform-based waiting rooms was a common feature of
such expansion. The Tea Rooms are therefore not especially rare as a building type. However, the
majority of other examples are constructed of stone or brick. While the Classical style was also not

uncommon, the use of timber for such an approach is particularly unusual.
Comparable examples include the following.

e (Goostrey, also constructed (in 1891) by the LNWR, retains a timber boarded waiting room on
one platform. Though simpler and plainer than the Tea Rooms, there are nevertheless
similarities in construction and the arrangement of doors and windows.

e Kettering features timber boarded waiting rooms on island platforms, dating from 1879. These
buildings have similar classical detailing, such as decorative cornices and paired brackets.

e Similar examples at Newton Abbot date from 1927. They are plainer than at Huddersfield but

have similar Classical details, including pilasters, and a similar rhythm to fenestration.

The Statement of Significance notes that “[other] comparative examples are difficult to come by,
though this is partly due to the relative lack of research given over to such structures when compared

to principal station buildings or engineering structures such as station roofs.” (Atkins, p.50)

5.5 Significance
5.5.1 Tea Rooms as a whole

The significance of the Tea Room building lies, to a great extent, in its historical association with the
expansion of the station in the 1880s. Its plan form, with access on both long elevations, is
intrinsically linked to the context of the new island platform. The usefulness of the building to
countless travellers since its construction, including many regular commuters, contributes to a high

degree of communal value.

The classical treatment of the elevations contributes strongly to the building’s aesthetic value — and
to that of the station more widely. The interior of the structure has been heavily altered in most
places, although the buffet area survives largely intact and holds some aesthetic and communal

value in and of itself.

Within the context of Huddersfield station being of very high significance overall, the Tea Rooms

are considered as having a high significance.
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5.5.2  Subsidiary elements

The external elements are considered to have a high significance, as being of key importance to the
largely unaltered appearance of the building. Studwork and other hidden structural elements are

considered to be of medium significance.

The café and its buffet counter are considered to have a high significance in and of themselves.
Within this significance the surviving original components are of the highest significance. Other
items, including off-the-shelf modern kitchen equipment and components which obscure the older
fabric (such as the plinth fascia and the MDF counter) contribute little if anything to the heritage

values and are of negligible significance at most.

Other interior finishes are considered to be of medium significance where original finishes and
structural elements exist, and of low significance elsewhere. Modern elements, particularly those

which obscure older architectural components, are of negligible significance at most.

5.6 Setting

The Tea Rooms is a prominent platform building within the station environment, part of a line of

buildings on the island platform which face passengers upon leaving the ticket office.

Together with the late-twentieth-century Relay Room the Tea Rooms building blocks views through
the station to the warehouses and former goods yard beyond. It also contributes to a rather cramped

passenger experience on the island platform.

The Tea Rooms building brings a valuable sense of texture and ornamentation to the station, both in
views across the station and when appreciated at close quarters. It contributes particularly well to
views where it may be seen in relation to the Principal Building, where the careful Classical detailing

of both buildings is in harmony.
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6. FURTHER INVESTIGATIONS

As stated in the Methodology for dismantling, storing and reconstructing the Tea Rooms, additional

surveys are required to understand the building before and during its deconstruction.

More recording of the building will be undertaken during dismantling in order to understand the
hidden parts of the building, including the foundations. These findings will be published as

separate record documents, to an agreed programme of submissions.

The methodology for recording has been developed in accordance with the guidance set out
in Historic England’s Understanding Historic Buildings: A Guide to Good Recording
Practice', which provides best practice guidance for historic building recording.

The requirement for historic building recording of these structure was identified in the
Heritage Assessment? submitted in support of the Listed Building Consent application and
forms part of the agreed mitigation under the Transport and Works Act Order (TWAQ) and
Listed Building Consents granting the scheme consent. Prior to being formally submitted to
discharge the relevant listed building consent condition, a copy of this WSI has been sent for
review to the Conservation Officers at Kirklees Council and the Senior County Archaeologist
at West Yorkshire Archaeology Advisory Service.

Aims and Objectives

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

Historical Background — Transpennine Route

The Transpennine Route between Huddersfield and Westtown was constructed and opened
between 1836 and 1849. The route today comprises sections of rail line developed by
different railway companies, characteristic of the wider Transpennine Route between York,
Selby and Manchester. The complex chain of companies and projects is a typical product of
the “Railway Mania” of the mid-1840s, the height of a period of commercial confidence and
expansion in the railways®.

Between Huddersfield and Westtown, the Transpennine Route is made up of sections of:

¢ The Manchester & Leeds Railway, constructed 1836-39, between Ravensthorpe and
Heaton Lodge;

o The Leeds, Dewsbury & Manchester Railway, constructed 1845-47, between Westtown
(Dewsbury) and Ravensthorpe; and

o The Manchester & Huddersfield Railway, constructed 1846-49, between Heaton Lodge
and Huddersfield.

The line formed a new, more direct route to the West Riding from Manchester, in competition
to the earlier Manchester & Leeds Railway which had been constructed through the Calder
Valley in the late 1830s. The more direct route was enabled partly through the advances in
tunnel construction and large-scale engineering technology, notably realised through the
construction of the 3-mile Standedge Tunnel under the Pennine watershed to connect the
line between the Upper Thame and Colne Valleys. Between Huddersfield and Westtown
(Dewsbury), the line is partly characterised by such examples of large scale and/or
pioneering engineering structures, including tunnels, viaducts and both masonry and cast-
iron bridges.

The development and expansion of the railways and their associated infrastructure during
the first half of the 19" century, was characterised by the considerable influence on those
towns which experienced the development of this new mode of transport. The railways
resulted in place-making and industrial growth, as towns benefited from the connections and
influences which they brought with them. The Transpennine Route between Huddersfield
and Westtown (Dewsbury) certainly had an influence on towns, forming an additional
infrastructure element of the expansion of settlements such as Huddersfield already
underway as a result of the growth of textile, mining and maltings industries. The prime
example of this is seen through Huddersfield Station, a magnificent exercise in architectural
patronage, which itself influenced the growth and development of the town centre and
shaped the character of Huddersfield’s architecture. Other stations along the route are more
minor examples and have been altered or rebuilt during their lifetime.

With the continued growth of the network and expansion in volume of passenger and freight
traffic during the second half of the 19" century, the LNWR embarked on widening the
Transpennine Route between Ravensthorpe and Stalybridge during the 1880s and 1890s. A
number of the stations and structures along the Route were altered during this period to
accommodate the widening of the line.

Huddersfield Station comprises an important and monumental element of the infrastructure
of this historic railway development, evidencing both the development of the original railway

in the 1840s and the expansion of the line and wider network during the later decades of the
19" century. It makes a significant contribution to the overall heritage significance of the
Transpennine Route.

Historical Background — Huddersfield Station

Huddersfield Station originated as a product of the joint enterprise of two railway companies:
the Huddersfield & Manchester Railway (which was amalgamated into the LNWR) and the
Lancashire & Yorkshire Railway. The outcome of this unusual agreement allowed the
companies to build a railway station of unprecedented scale. The station was jointly owned
and operated by the LNWR and the Lancashire & Yorkshire railways from 1849 until they
amalgamated in 1922.

The station was designed by architect James Pigott (J. P.) Pritchett (1789-1868) and built by
the firm of Joseph Kaye. A public holiday and celebrations marked the laying of the station’s
foundation stone on October 9th, 1846. Work on the line was completed on August 2nd,
1847, when the station was partly opened for the commencement of services and arrival of
the first train. The station building’s central portion was completed in 1848, followed by the
outer wings flanking the central building from both sides; the final touch was a clock, placed
in the centre of the station’s front fagade in 1850.

It was Earl Fitzwilliam of Wentworth Woodhouse that commissioned Pritchett to design
Huddersfield Station, and while there is no evidence to state that Pritchett and Fitzwilliam
conceived a country house style that reflected the character of Wentworth Woodhouse,
there certainly appears to be some stylistic similarities; the long Classical fagade of the
station, with its central portico and symmetrical low wings with end lodges, imitates the
country house. Pritchett would also have been aware of the work of John Carr at Harewood
House, Colen Campbell’s Wanstead House, and of James Wyatt's work, which included
Castle Coole in Enniskillen, all of which likely provided influence and appear closer to the
station in design than Wentworth Woodhouse.

Huddersfield Station was considered by many to have one of the finest station facades in
Britain. The main station building was two storeys tall and 416 ft. long, with eight Corinthian
columns 68 ft. high in the central portico, flanked by single storey colonnades ending in
small matching pavilions. The central building was intended to be a hotel and the pavilions
the ticket offices for the two companies. However, according to Pritchett’s plans on
completion, the main building contained elaborate refreshment rooms, which functioned until
at least 1883, arranged on either side of a central passage connecting with the long single
platform beyond. The outer wings at either end did, however, house duplicate booking
offices, uniformly divided waiting rooms, parcels offices and staff accommodation for both
companies (see below). The station had a single platform until the enlargement that took
place during the 1880s. The original railway layout consisted of a platform road and a
through line. A scissors crossing enabled trains in either direction to arrive at the platform,
while carriage sidings parallel with the running roads were connected to them by a series of
turn-tables. A simple composite pitched iron roof originally covered the station’s single
platform, sitting on a row of columns on the far side of the tracks, with a further colonnade on
the edge of the platform.

The relationship between the Lancashire & Yorkshire Railway and the LNWR at
Huddersfield continued following completion of construction, with the operation of the station
shared between the two railway companies. Both railway companies had their individual
goods warehouses and they shared the water supply. As noted above, each company had a
separate booking office, each occupying one of the lodges at the end of each wing of the
station building: the Lancashire & Yorkshire Railway Company occupied the western end,
while the LNWR occupied the eastern end. The crests of the Lancashire & Yorkshire
Railway and the Huddersfield & Manchester Railway Company adorned their respective

office, and these features still survive today. The station remained under joint operation until
the merging of the two railways into the London Midland & Scottish Railway (LMS) in 1922.

By the 1860s, the state of the public accommodation had become the subject of many
complaints. Station facilities became less fit for purpose with the increase in usage and the
limited capacity of the single platform proved a considerable issue, with a number of serious
accidents known to have taken place. The issues were only exacerbated by the prospect of
the Midland Railway’s proposals to construct an alternative route into West Yorkshire, which
would involve additional trains serving the station. By 1870, public pressure had reached a
high and an inquiry was held into matters at the station, whilst the arrival of bigger
locomotives and longer carriages had made the old track obsolete, and it became necessary
to enlarge the station platforms. In 1881, alongside the LNWR doubling of the lines through
Huddersfield the decision was taken to extend the station by the addition of an island
platform, providing a subway link to the new platform and erecting a large roof to cover both
the old and the new platforms.

By 1886, the station enlargement was completed, and the station had three through
platforms and five bays for local and terminating services. The enlargement allowed for a
new roof covering the platforms, comprising a series a wrought iron pitched truss, supported
on longitudinal beams and columns, originally with a lantern along the top of both pitches.
The roof represents an example of the iron-trussed pitched roof train shed, an approach
which had been pioneered by the London & Birmingham Railway at Euston in 1837 and is
consequently referred to as the ‘Euston Roof’. The accommodation in the main building was
rearranged so that the booking offices occupied the central portion, and a large dining and
refreshment room took the place of some of the offices and rooms in one of the wings.
Waiting rooms were built on the new island platform, comprising what is today known as the
Tea Rooms. These were of timber-boarded construction and formed part of the overall
movement to improve the facilities for station passengers, provided four separate waiting
rooms, as well as toilets to service the two Ladies Waiting Rooms. The subway was built to
provide access to the added platforms and platform buildings, with steps down to the
subway between platforms 4 and 8 and in the principal station building; the former stairs
were widened and moved slightly west in 1898.

Huddersfield Station has been subject to a number of changes and alterations between the
1890s and the early 21st century. These have resulted in the alteration of elements of the
station, although it should be noted that the majority of the major elements of the station are
largely unchanged from its expansion in the 1880s. It remains an impressive and iconic
landmark that continues to serve 215 century train passengers, retaining its primary purpose
as a transport hub for people to navigate across the Pennine landscape.

The history and significance of Huddersfield Station is further discussed in the Huddersfield
Station Statement of Significance (Atkins, 2018), submitted as a supporting document to the
Listed Building Consent application.

Access requirements

The building recorder will be provided with a number of existing resources as outlined in
paragraphs 5.2.4. Notwithstanding the availability of this existing information, access to the
station will be required to undertake building recording to the required level.

Liaison with the TRU Alliance, facilitated via the Client, must be undertaken to make access
arrangements for the survey of the structure for all visits. When surveying the structure from
the station platforms, trackside working protocol must be adhered to.

Survey of the structure will likely be required to take place during the programmed scheme
construction works at the Station. Consequently, liaison with the Client and the TRU Alliance
will define working procedures, taking account of restrictions and safety processes in place
in light of the construction works taking place at any given survey time.

It may be necessary for the building recorder to undertake more than one site visit, for
example to record the Tea Rooms prior to dismantling and then at a later stage to record
elements of the structure when after it has been deconstructed and moved into storage (see
below, 5.2.12 to 5.2.16). Should this be the case, full details of the storage location including
access requirements will be provided to the building recorder.

If the railway corridor is to be accessed, track access must be in place prior to undertaking
the survey and will be arranged. Track access should be considered as only to be
utilised if absolutely essential to the survey. Other approaches should be exhausted in
planning before the need for track access is confirmed.

Vehicle parking will be available at the station via prior arrangement with the Client. The
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survey does not require any access to third party land.

METHODOLOGY

Documentary research

Documentary research shall be undertaken to supplement the currently known information
contained within the Environmental Statement for the Order Scheme, the Heritage
Assessment produced to accompany the Listed Building Consent application, and the
Huddersfield Station Statement of Significance (Atkins, 2018). This shall involve examination
of available historic maps, photographs, plans and other records held by the local record
office, Network Rail or other archives as required.

Some existing resources will be provided to the Contractor by Network Rail. These are
identified in the following sections of this WSI.

Historic building recording to Level 2 standard

A Level 2 record is defined in the Historic England guidance as: “a descriptive record” which
will produce an analysis of the building’s development and use, but which will not discuss in
detail the evidence on which this analysis is based.

Drawn record

A drawn record shall be prepared of the Huddersfield Station Tea Rooms. As a minimum the
drawn record shall include:

¢ Dimensioned / measured plans of the structure as existing. These will identify evidence
for phasing, alteration, structural features of historic significance, evidence for fixtures
and fittings etc. Any plans will have a grid north point and an appropriate drawn metric
scale clearly visible. Existing plans may be used where available, these will be provided
by Network Rail (see below, 5.2.4);

e Measured drawings of significant structural, functional or architectural detail which cannot
be captured in a single photograph or are so complex as to render features difficult to
interpret in a photograph;

o Measured cross-sections or long-sections to illustrate the vertical relationships within the
structure (for example floor and ceiling heights, the form of the roof);

¢ A site plan relating the Tea Rooms to the wider Station building, platforms and other
structures (e.g. roofs);

¢ A plan or plans identifying the location and direction of accompanying photographs;

o Copies of earlier drawings i.e. from the construction of the Tea Rooms, phases on
notable alteration etc. (available from Network Rail National Rail Group (NRG) archives).
These will be provided by Network Rail (see below, 5.2.4); and

e Phased drawings, showing historic development of the Tea Rooms. Successive phases
of the building’s development may be shown by graded tone (dark to light, with the darker
being the earlier) or by colour, by sequential diagrams or by annotation.

All drawings shall be annotated with information on structural detail, changes in building
material, evidence for phasing, function and alteration, and any other relevant architectural
detail. All drawings will be produced using drawing conventions as laid out in Understanding
Historic Buildings: A guide to good recording practice (Historic England 2016).

Existing plans for the Tea Rooms will be supplied by Network Rail and may be employed as
the basis for the drawn record. These existing measured plans of the Tea Rooms, will
include:

¢ Point cloud data from laser scans of the structures (available in CAD or POD format)

o Measured drawings of structures previously produced for the TWA Order and Listed
Building Consent applications;

¢ Drawings of the building produced to inform other documents or methodologies for the
Scheme (for example methodologies for deconstruction of the Tea Rooms); and

e Archival drawings of the structures from the Network Rail NRG archives.

Photographic record

A photographic record of the Tea Rooms will be made using a high resolution DSLR camera
with a minimum of 10 megapixel resolution to capture colour images, and a 35mm single
lens reflex camera to capture black and white prints, using a tripod where necessary.
Cameras with an FX sensor, which is close to equivalency with 35mm film, are preferable to
DX sensor equipped cameras. The photographic record of the site shall be used to amplify
and illuminate the archive drawings and supplement and verify the written record.

As a minimum the photographic record will include:

¢ General views of the Tea Rooms in its wider setting and landscape, where these can be
safely obtained from the Station, surrounding public rights of way or from third party land
where access has been granted;

o The overall appearance of the building, including oblique and parallel shots. Typically a
series of oblique views showing all external elevations of the building, to give an overall
impression of its size and shape. Where an individual elevation embodies complex
historical information, views at right angles to the plane of the elevation and detail shots
will be required;

o The overall appearance of the interior of the building including principal internal
circulation routes, as well as the space under the building, if safely accessible (i.e. historic
cellar space);

¢ Any external architectural detail, structural, functional or decorative, which is relevant to
the structure’s design, development or use and which does not show adequately on
general photographs;

¢ Any dates or other inscriptions; any signage, makers’ plates or graffiti which contribute to
an understanding of the building. A transcription should be made wherever characters are
difficult to interpret; and

¢ Any photographs of the building, including architectural or hidden details, recorded during
processes of deconstruction, storage or reconstruction, as appropriate (see below, 5.2.13
to 5.2.17).

Care should be taken to ensure sharply focused well composed photographs are taken and
when appropriate the camera should be set up and levelled on a tripod, for example when
recording facades and larger interior spaces. The use of perspective shift lenses or pan and
tilt adaptors may be necessary in some situations to achieve an acceptable image.
Alternatively, lens distortion may be removed post-capture by software but this must be
recorded in the photographic catalogue and details of the software used given in the report.
Original pre-correction images should be included in the site archive. Photographs should be
taken with a low ISO setting and low shutter speed to reduce noise in the images captured.
All photographs forming part of the record will be in sharp focus with an appropriate depth of
field. All photographs will have a suitable scale (for example, 2m rather than 1m ranging
pole, 10cm scales for detail) clearly visible in each photo.

Digital images shall be supplied in RAW and JPG format and shall be taken using the
highest resolution possible. All digital photography and subsequent data storage shall follow

A photographic register detailing (as a minimum) location, direction and subject of shot must
accompany the photographic record. The position and direction of each photograph and
slide should be noted on a plan of each structure. The contractor must include metadata
embedded in the image file. This metadata must include the following: the commonly used
name for the site being photographed, the relevant centred OS grid coordinates for the site
to at least six figures, the relevant township name (Huddersfield) the date of photograph,
the subject of the photograph, the direction of shot and the name of the organisation taking
the photograph.

Written record

A written record of each structure will be made on site. This will include the following:

e The precise location of the building as an address and in the form of a National Grid
reference (NGR);

¢ Note of any statutory designation (i.e. Listing, Conservation Area);

¢ The date when the record was made, the name(s) of the recorder(s) and the location of
any archive material; and

¢ A summary statement describing the building’s type or purpose, historically and at
present, its materials and possible date(s) so far as these are apparent from the
inspection.

The written recording of the structures, historic surfaces and associated heritage assets
shall be undertaken using pro forma record forms and should include examinations of the
buildings’ exterior and interior fabric.

Recording during and after storage and reconstruction

The Listed Building Consent for the Scheme at Huddersfield Station grants the
deconstruction, storage and reconstruction of the Tea Rooms in a slightly relocated position
(approximately 2.5m from its existing position).

There may be opportunity for the historic building recording to include appropriate and
relevant survey details during the dismantling, storage and reconstruction process, and this
should be detailed in the report. Contracted historic building recorders should stay in open
conversation and liaise with TRU Alliance throughout the dismantling and reconstruction to
determine if such an opportunity is reasonably practicable, within the context of the
Scheme’s construction methodology and programme. If such an opportunity is identified, the
scope of any such recording should be developed and agreed with the Client and the Project
Heritage Lead, as appropriate.

Access to the TRU Alliance’s plans for dismantling, storage and reconstruction will be
granted to the contracted historic building recorder to enable informed understanding of the
process. Relevant plans should be included in the appendices of the historic building
recording report.

Recording should include appropriate monitoring of parts of the deconstruction process, as
well as informed recording of any previously unknown information about the historic building
uncovered through dismantling. Similarly, opportunities for appropriate historic building
recording may arise during the storage and reconstruction process and contact with TRU

Alliance should be maintained throughout to determine the suitability of these opportunities.
The data should be recorded with photographic, drawn and written record as most
appropriate to capture the detail.

If the programme time allotted for the historic building recording report to be submitted does
not align with monitoring and recording during the dismantling and reconstruction, it may be
more appropriate for any such recording to be incorporated into the post-fieldwork recording
report as a supplementary addendum.

Post-Fieldwork reporting

A single historic building recording report shall be provided, presenting the result of the
Level 2 Historic Building Recording. As a minimum this historic building recording report
shall include:

¢ A non-technical summary of the results (an ‘abstract’);

¢ A description of the background to and circumstances of the work. This shall include the
dates on which the survey was undertaken;

¢ The building’s location, parish and National Grid References (NGRs);
e Aims and objectives of the historic building recording;

¢ A description of the methodology used for the survey;

o Historical background,

¢ A statement which will summarise the building’s form, function, date and sequence of
development, and identify the architects, builders, patrons and owners if known;

¢ Interpretation of the results and assessment of the significance of the findings of the
historic building recording on a local, regional and national basis;

¢ General and detailed location plans at appropriate scales, showing the location of the
building. The general location plan shall be presented at not less than 1:10,000 scale,
and detailed location plans shall be presented at not less than 1:100 scale;

¢ Plan drawings presenting the results of the Level 2 Historic Building Recording. Drawings
shall be presented at an appropriate scale and in accordance with the guidance and
conventions provided in Understanding Historic Buildings: A Guide to Good Recording
Practice.” All elevations will have an appropriate drawn metric scale clearly visible and
should be cross-referenced to the relevant plans and overall site plan;

¢ Reproduction of the complete photographic record produced at a high resolution and at
sufficient size to make the detail in each photograph fully visible upon reproduction;

¢ A detailed selection of colour digital photographs to illustrate the written report;
o Fully referenced bibliography and cartographic sources;

¢ Photographic registers as an appendix in addition to drawn photographic plans detailing
the position and direction of each shot at an appropriate scale;

¢ Index to and location of the archive;

o Copy of this WSI within an appendix; and

e OASIS form within an appendix.

In addition to the specific requirements identified above, the report shall include:

¢ A title page, which includes the name of the project, the title of the report, the name of the
Sub-Consultant.

This revised draft will subsequently be submitted to Kirklees Council
and West Yorkshire Archaeology Advisory Service (WYAAS) for comment and any
comments provided by the Council or WYAAS shall be addressed within 5 working days of
receipt.

When submitted to Kirklees Council for comment, the draft report should be submitted to the
appropriate Conservation Officer responding to all discharge of condition applications for this
structure. Contact details will be provided to the building recorder in advance of submission
of the draft report.

Submission of report

When complete the historic building recording report shall be submitted to the Project
Heritage Lead for it to be sent to the following repositories:

¢ A digital and hard copy of the final report for Kirklees Council;

o A digital copy for West Yorkshire Historic Environment Record (HER), West Yorkshire
Archive Service and the Archaeology Data Service (ADS).

In light of the requirement for the completed historic building report to be submitted to West
Yorkshire HER, the Contractor must complete the report in accordance with the archiving
requirements set out in the building recording specifications of the West Yorkshire
Archaeological Advisory Service (WYAAS) (see below, Section 5.6 for further details).

Project role definitions
The following project roles are relevant to this document:

¢ Network Rail as promoter of the Scheme;
e The Employer means BAM Nuttall, who will appoint the Contractor.
¢ Project Heritage Lead means the individual appointed by the Employer to fulfil this role;

e Contractor means the archaeological organisation appointed by the Employer to carry out
the works as defined in this Written Scheme of Investigation (WSI); and

e The Curator means West Yorkshire HER, West Yorkshire Archaeological Advisory
Service (WYAAS) and Kirklees Council archaeological officers and conservation officers,
or their representatives on this project

Health and safety considerations

All works are to be carried out in accordance with the appropriate Chartered Institute for
Archaeologists (CIfA) guidance standards, Health & Safety legislative requirements and
TRU project procedures.

Staff undertaking the historic building recording shall undertake a project induction, which
will be organised and led by the Employer, subject to the requirements of the TRU project.

The Contractor shall prepare project-specific Health and Safety Work Package Plans
(WPPs) and Task Brief Sheets (TBSs), in line with the TRU project procedures for such
WPPs and TBSs, and submit these to the Project Heritage Lead for approval via the Client
and wider TRU Alliance prior to starting on site. No work shall be undertaken on site until
these documents have been approved by the Client. If amendments are required to these
documents during the works, the Project Heritage Lead and the Employer must be provided
with the revised document at the earliest opportunity.

As detailed above, track access should be considered as only to be utilised if
absolutely essential to the survey. Other approaches should be exhausted in planning
before the need for track access is confirmed. Where required, for example at stations and
for trackside surveys, work must be carried out under the direction and supervision of a Safe
Work Leader (SWL), Separated Zone Working with Site Warden warning.
