The following comments and recommendations relate to the discharge of Condition 36 only,
which is within the remit of Environmental Health.

Condition 36 (Dust Control)

To discharge condition 36 a Dust Action Plan (ref: IMS OP 02-FO007 — MB Dust Action Plan-
Rev 2) (dated: July 2023) by Mone Bros. has been submitted. The plan is very prescriptive
and details all potential sources of dust generation throughout the operation and the methods
that are to be deployed to suppress it. We also note within the Supporting Statement by MWP
Planning (dated July 2023) page 3, there are two photographs of the wheel bath at the exit of
the site to control dust getting onto the haul roads.

We are satisfied that the submitted Dust Action Plan meets the requirements of the condition
and make the following recommendation.

Recommendation

Condition 36 (Dust Control)

We accept the Dust Action Plan (ref: IMS OP 02-FO07 — MB Dust Action Plan- Rev 2) (dated:
July 2023) by Mone Bros. and recommend that condition 36 can be discharged. The Dust
Action Plan must be adhered to at all times throughout the quarrying operation.
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
