Advised by Nina that...I believe you would likely need to submit the reduction of the basement and the erection of the extension under the 
same application and we would need confirmation that the previous permission has not been implemented. This being said, I would be mindful 
that any extension would need to comply with LP57 in terms or subservience to the original property. I would also be cautious of to what 
extent infilling the basement would overcome the harm caused by an additional extension, in terms of the impact on the host building and the 
Green Belt – this would need to be justified under any future application.
