Lal, g1, Laurels: Prune back overhanging vegetation in line with edge of carriageway

W1, a3, Willow: Prune back overhanging vegetation in line with edge of carriageway

Y1, g2, Yew: Remove 3 overhanging limbs

Y2, g2, Yew: Remove 3 overhanging limbs

Y3, a3, Yew: Prune back overhanging vegetation in line with edge of carriageway

Y4, a3, Yew: Major prune back removing all limbs overhanging access road and car park entrance to a clear height of 5m; remove dead and broken
branches

Yew tree Y4 could be be significantly pruned back to allow for vehicle access, but alternatively we would propose removing this tree for the following
reasons:

- It is badly damaged by cars passing to get into the car park, with sections dying

- Sufficient pruning could result in it being one sided

- Meltham Town Council are looking at long term improvements to the car park access, which could be resolved by removing this tree, or alternatively by
removing other TPO trees in the same group.

The following new trees are being planted within the adjacent play area as part of the works:
3nr Amelanchier Lamarkii

3nr Multi stem Betula Jacquimontii

2nr Prunus serrula
