This application seeks approval to the erection of four semi-detached dwellings at land adjacent to,
245, Heckmondwike Road, Dewsbury Moor, Dewsbury.

The application site is sloping land to the western side of Heckmondwike Road. The junction with
Knowles Hill Road is located opposite to the northern boundary of the site approximately 80m from
the proposed site access. The existing footway along this section of Heckmondwike Road terminates
at the southeastern side of the site access There are no footway to the application site frontage.

There is an existing bus stop on this side of Heckmondwike Road adjacent to the junction with
Knowles Hill Road.

The proposals utilise the existing access onto Heckmondwike Road which is to be shared with 241
Heckmondwike Road.

Two pairs of 3/6 bedroomed semi-detached houses are shown served by a 60m long 4.5m wide
shared driveway with 1.2 wide footway to the northern side. A turning head is shown to the end of
the proposed shared driveway.

Each of the proposed dwellings is shown to have 3 off-street parking spaces. A 1in 24 and then 1 in 39
gradient is shown to the proposed shared driveway.

Highways development Management (HDM) Comments

1, Given the existing footway along Heckmondwike Road terminates at the site access, there is no
footway to the application site frontage and an existing bus stop is located to the northern boundary
of the site HDM would recommend that a 2.0m wide footway is shown to be provided to the full
frontage of the site. A Stage 1 Road Safety Audit (RSA) will be required for the proposed access and
required footway. In the first instance as far as the Road Safety Audit is concerned the applicants
should provide the RSA team CVs and an Audit Brief for approval by our Highway Safety Section.

2, Bin collection points should be shown to be provided close to the site access to enable bins to be
presented on collection day without either obstructing the highway or proposed shared driveway.

3, 2.4m x 43m sight lines should be shown to be provided from the site access in both directions onto
Heckmondwike Road.

4, Details of gradients to the land beyond the southern boundary of the proposed shared driveway
should be provided. Is vehicle restraint needed.
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
