It is considered that the proposed telecommunications equipment is sited in a visually
prominent location resulting in a visually unacceptable overt feature within an area of
open countryside largely devoid of any other tall structure. The mast is open to views
from several lower vantage points thus exacerbating its prominence.
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The applicant has not clearly demonstrated other more suitable locations for
telecommunication equipment could not be found within the wider vicinity of the
proposed site.

Therefore, the proposal does not accord with the aims and objectives of Policies LP24
of the Kirklees Local Plan and Chapters 10 & 12 of the National Planning Policy
Framework.
